Gospel Reflection Matthew 5:17-37
February 12, 2023

In the Old Testament, God revealed Himself and gave directions to His people through the law and the
prophets. The law began with the Ten Commandments that were given to Moses on Mount Sinai. All the Jews knew
these commandments. The Pharisees also knew these commandments, but they put all the emphasis on the letter
of the law and on its external observance. In other words, they were externally obedient to the law, but they didn’t
practice the law. To Jesus, the attitudes of those who follow him towards the commandments must be different from
the Pharisees and must surpass the external obedience or the righteousness of the Pharisees because merely
external obedience to the law was not enough. The attitudes of those who follow Jesus must reflect living the law or
the Spirit of the Law. By his teaching and his life, Jesus showed us the true purpose behind the law. Those who
follow Jesus must understand that external obedience is not the ultimate purpose, but becoming more like God.

In our Gospel reading for today, Jesus says that he doesn’t come to abolish the commandments, but
intensifies and fulfills them. Fulfillment here means make complete or make perfect something that is imperfect.

The commandments guide people in right relationships with God and others. The two greatest
commandments are love of God and love of neighbor. Jesus explains that our external actions must be a reflection
of what we are really like. If what we do is not a reflection of who we are, we are called hypocrites. Hypocrite is the
word that Jesus used over and over to describe the Pharisees. People see our actions, but God sees our intentions.
We can never deceive God, who is able to look into our hearts and know what lies there.

It is also in today’s gospel that we encounter the antitheses. Repeated again and again is the formula “you
have heard it said ... , but | say to you ...” First, Jesus says: You have heard it said that murder is wrong, but | say
to you, harboring hatred is also wrong even if you don't physically kill someone. How come? Because murder is
conceived by hatred. The person who hates but does not murder is not a good person. He is just a person who has
followed the social norms to avoid punishment. So, let us examine our hearts to see the angers or resentments we
may have towards others.

Second, Jesus says: You have heard that it was said, You shall not commit adultery, but | say to you,
everyone who looks at a woman with lust has already committed adultery with her in his heart. This saying
emphasizes the relation of adultery in the heart with a lustful look. Saint John Paul Il said, “Adultery in the heart,
committed by a man when he looks at a woman to desire her, signifies a clearly defined interior act.” In this case,
the interior act is a concupiscent desire of a man looking at a woman with lust. This look of concupiscent desire is
distinct from a look of friendship which itself is not lustful. In a lustful desire, a man starts appropriating a woman in
his heart through the act of free will. This internal appropriation of a woman, expressed externally through ‘looking’
is criticized by Christ as the sin of adultery. The core matter lies in man’s intention in which a woman starts to exist
as an object of his appropriation. When a man looks at a woman, who is not his wife with the intentionality for the
sake of uniting with her, at the same time he commits adultery in his heart. This desire may be unknown to
outsiders, but known to the man and his God.

Third, Jesus said: You have heard that it was said to your ancestors: “Do not take a false oath, but make
good to the Lord all that you vow, but | say to you, do not swear at all. Let your ‘Yes’ mean ‘Yes,” and your ‘No’
mean ‘No.’ Jesus teaches us not to invoke God’s name or not to swear because it is not necessary. Other people,
especially those who are close to us, must believe that what we say is what we mean and what we will do. If we can
do that, our righteousness exceeds that of the scribes and the Pharisees because what we do is really a reflection
of who we are.

So, who are we and what do we need to do? We are God’s children. We need a Savior because we cannot
save ourselves. We observe the law with our heart and live the Spirit of the Law with the help of God'’s grace.
Everything is Grace because we cannot do anything enough to earn our way to heaven. Therefore, we really need
Jesus Christ, who doesn’t come to abolish the commandments, but make them complete and perfect as our
heavenly Father is perfect.

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Reflexion del Evangelio Mateo 5:17-37
12 de febrero de 2023

En el Antiguo Testamento, Dios se reveld a si mismo y dio instrucciones a su pueblo a través de la ley y los
profetas. La ley comenzé con los Diez Mandamientos que le fueron dados a Moisés en el Monte Sinai. Todos los judios
conocian estos mandamientos. Los fariseos también conocian estos mandamientos, pero ponian todo el énfasis en la
letra de la ley y en su observancia externa. En otras palabras, eran obedientes a la ley externamente, pero no
practicaban la ley. Para Jesus, las actitudes de los que le siguen hacia los mandamientos deben ser diferentes a las de
los fariseos y deben superar la obediencia exterior o la justicia de los fariseos porque la mera obediencia exterior a la
ley no basta. Las actitudes de los que siguen a Jesus deben reflejar vivir la ley o el Espiritu de la Ley. Por su ensefianza
y su vida, JesUs nos mostroé el verdadero propdsito detras de la ley. Los que siguen a Jesus deben entender que la
obediencia externa no es el fin Gltimo, sino el llegar a ser mas como Dios.

En nuestra lectura del Evangelio de hoy, JesUs dice que no viene a abolir los mandamientos, sino que los
intensifica y los cumple. Cumplir aqui significa hacer completo o perfeccionar algo que es imperfecto.

Los mandamientos guian a las personas en las relaciones correctas con Dios y con los demas. Los dos grandes
mandamientos son el amor a Dios y el amor al prdjimo. Jesus explica que nuestras acciones externas deben ser un
reflejo de como somos realmente. Si lo que hacemos no es un reflejo de lo que somos, se nos llama hipécritas. Hipécrita
es la palabra que Jesus us6 una y otra vez para describir a los fariseos. La gente ve nuestras acciones, pero Dios ve
nuestras intenciones. Nunca podemos engafiar a Dios, quien es capaz de mirar dentro de nuestros corazones y saber lo
que hay alli.

Es también en el evangelio de hoy donde encontramos las antitesis. Se repite una y otra vez la formula “habéis
oido decir..., pero yo os digo...” Primero, Jesus dice: Habéis oido decir que el asesinato esta mal, pero yo os digo que
albergar odio también esta mal aunque no matas fisicamente a alguien. ( Como? Porque el asesinato es concebido por
el odio. La persona que odia pero no asesina no es una buena persona. Es solo una persona que ha seguido las normas
sociales para evitar el castigo. Entonces, examinemos nuestros corazones para ver los enojos o resentimientos que
podamos tener hacia los demas.

En segundo lugar, Jesus dice: Habéis oido que se dijo: No cometeras adulterio, pero yo os digo que todo el que
mira a una mujer con lujuria, ya adulterd con ella en su corazén. Este dicho enfatiza la relacién del adulterio en el
corazon con una mirada lujuriosa. San Juan Pablo II dijo: “El adulterio en el corazon, cometido por un hombre
cuando mira a una mujer para desearla, significa un acto interior claramente definido”. En este caso, el acto interior es
un deseo concupiscente de un hombre que mira con lujuria a una mujer. Esta mirada de deseo concupiscente es
distinta de una mirada de amistad que en si misma no es lujuriosa. En un deseo lujurioso, un hombre comienza a
apropiarse de una mujer en su corazon a través del acto de libre albedrio. Esta apropiacion interna de una mujer,
expresada externamente a través del “mirar”, es criticada por Cristo como pecado de adulterio. El asunto central
radica en la intencion del hombre en la que una mujer comienza a existir como objeto de su apropiacion. Cuando un
hombre mira a una mujer que no es su esposa con la intencién de unirse con ella, al mismo tiempo comete adulterio en
su corazon. Este deseo puede ser desconocido para los extrafios, pero conocido por el hombre y su Dios.

En tercer lugar, Jesus dijo: Habéis oido que se dijo a vuestros antepasados: “No juréis en falso, sino cumplid al
Sefior todo lo que prometais, pero yo os digo que no juréis en absoluto. Que tu 'Si" signifique 'Si", y tu 'No" signifique
'No'. JesUs nos ensefia a no invocar el nombre de Dios 0 no jurar porque no es necesario. Otras personas, especialmente
aquellas que estan cerca de nosotros, deben creer que lo que decimos es lo que queremos decir y lo que haremos. Si
podemos hacer eso, nuestra justicia excede la de los escribas y fariseos porque lo que hacemos es realmente un reflejo
de quienes somos.

Entonces, ¢quiénes somos y qué debemos hacer? Somos hijos de Dios. Necesitamos un Salvador porque no
podemos salvarnos a nosotros mismos. Observamos la ley con el corazén y vivimos el Espiritu de la ley con la ayuda de
la gracia de Dios. Todo es Gracia porque no podemos hacer nada suficiente para ganar nuestro camino al cielo. Por lo
tanto, necesitamos realmente a Jesucristo, que no viene a abolir los mandamientos, sino a hacerlos completos y
perfectos como nuestro Padre celestial es perfecto.

Abuse of Minors and Vulnerable Adults:

The Archdiocese of Oklahoma City through its programs,
organizations, and events, has numerous daily contacts with
many minors and vulnerable adults. It is, therefore, important
that all Archdiocesan Personnel, clergy, seminarians,
religious, employees, and volunteers, protect the rights of
children and vulnerable adults and be alert to the possibility
for child abuse and abuse of vulnerable adults. Under
Oklahoma State law, all individuals Must report an incident or
suspicion of sexual abuse of a minor (person under eighteen
years of age) to the civil authorities immediately. The
Oklahoma Department of Human Services has established a
state wide abuse hotline for reporting; 1-800-522-3511. This
number is available twenty-four hours a day 7 days a week. If
you have reason to believe a child is in immediate danger of
harm call 911. For the safety of Children and vulnerable
adults and the healing of victims, the Archdiocese of
Oklahoma City provides an Abuse of Minors and Venerable
Adults Pastoral Response Hotline for reporting the abuse of
minors and vulnerable adults (in the past or presently) by a
member of the clergy or other church personnel; 1-405-720-
9878. The Archdiocesan Victims Assistance Coordinator, a
licensed professional counselor, will respond to calls to the
Archdiocesan Pastoral Response Hotline. A report to the
Archdiocese does not relieve the individual of the duty to
report child abuse to civil authorities as required by
Oklahoma State Law. Oklahoma, failure to report child abuse

Abuso de Menores y Adultos Vulnerables:

La Arquididcesis de Oklahoma City a través de sus programas,
organizaciones y eventos, tiene numerosos contactos diarios con
muchos menores y adultos vulnerables.

Para la
seguridad de los nifios y adultos vulnerables y la curacion de las
victimas, la Arquidiocesis de la ciudad de Oklahoma proporciona
una linea directa de respuesta pastoral de Abuso de Menores y
Adultos Venerables para Denunciar Abuso de Menores y Adultos
Vulnerables (en el pasado o actualmente) por parte de un miembro
del clero u otro personal de la iglesia; 1-405-720-9878. El
Coordinador de Asistencia para Victimas Arquidiocesanas, un
consejero profesional con licencia, respondera a las llamadas a la
Linea Directa de Respuesta Pastoral Arquidiocesana. Un informe
a la Arquididcesis no exime al individuo del deber de denunciar el
abuso infantil a las autoridades civiles como lo exige la Ley del
Estado de Oklahoma. En Oklahoma, la falta de denuncia de abuso
infantil es un delito menor que se castiga por ley.
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
