Dear St. John Eudes family, 
 
This weekend we are celebrating the 5th Sunday of Lent and 
draw ever closer to the Passion, Death, and Resurrection of 
Jesus. Next Sunday marks the beginning of Holy Week as we 
celebrate Palm Sunday. 
 
In today’s Gospel passage, we hear of the woman caught in 
adultery. The scribes and Pharisees “made her stand in the 
middle” of everyone. This act was to shame, humiliate, and 
make an example of her so that others would not commit 
that same sin. This type of leadership is based on fear and 
control. 
 
Jesus, on the other hand, demonstrates love, compassion, 
and mercy. He is patient with both the woman, as well as the 
leaders who seek to condemn her. He gently helps to reveal 
not only her sin, but the sins of the scribes and Pharisees. 
Jesus rightly helps to remind us that we are all sinners and in 
need of a Savior.  
 
Sometimes we may find ourselves focusing on the faults and 
sins of others so that we don’t have to look at our own short-
comings. Jesus is speaking to us today, whatever our areas of 
weakness may be. As he shared with the woman, Jesus offers 
us the same message of non-condemnation and an invitation 
to change our ways and sin no more. 
 
Now in turn, we are invited to share this message of love, 
compassion, and mercy with each other.
