First Reading Acts 4:32-35

Second Reading 1Jn5:1-6

Beloved: Everyone who believes that Jesus is the Christ is begotten by God, and everyone who loves the Father
loves also the one begotten by him. In this way we know that we love the children of God when we love God and
obey his commandments. For the love of God is this, that we keep his commandments. And his commandments are
not burdensome, for whoever is begotten by God conquers the world. And the victory that conquers the world is
our faith. Who indeed is the victor over the world but the one who believes that Jesus is the Son of God? This is
the one who came through water and blood, Jesus Christ, not by water alone, but by water and blood. The Spirit is
the one that testifies, and the Spirit is truth.

Gospel Jn 20:1-9

On the evening of that first day of the week, when the doors were locked, where the disciples were, for fear of the
Jews, Jesus came and stood in their midst and said to them, “Peace be with you.” When he had said this, he showed
them his hands and his side. The disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord. Jesus said to them again, “Peace be
with you. As the Father has sent me, so I send you.” And when he had said this, he breathed on them and said to
them, “Receive the Holy Spirit. Whose sins you forgive are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained.”
Thomas, called Didymus, one of the Twelve, was not with them when Jesus came. So the other disciples said to
him, “We have seen the Lord.” But he said to them, “Unless I see the mark of the nails in his hands and put my fin-
ger into the nailmarks and put my hand into his side, [ will not believe.” Now a week later his disciples were again
inside and Thomas was with them. Jesus came, although the doors were locked, and stood in their midst and said,
“Peace be with you.” Then he said to Thomas, “Put your finger here and see my hands, and bring your hand and put
it into my side, and do not be unbelieving, but believe.” Thomas answered and said to him, “My Lord and my
God!” Jesus said to him, “Have you come to believe because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have not
seen and have believed.” Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples that are not written in this
book. But these are written that you may come to believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that through
this belief you may have life in his name.

Segunda Lectura 1Jn5,1-6

mos que amamos a los hijos de Dios en que amamos a Dios y cumplimos
sus mandamientos, pues el amor de Dios consiste en que cumplamos sus
preceptos. Y sus mandamientos no son pesados, porque todo el que ha na-
cido de Dios vence al mundo. Y nuestra fe es la que nos ha dado la victoria
sobre el mundo. Porque, /quién es el que vence al mundo? Sélo el que cree
que Jesus es el Hijo de Dios.

Evangelio In20,19-31

Al anochecer del dia de la resurreccion, estando cerradas las puertas de la
casa donde se hallaban los discipulos, por miedo a los judios, se presentd
Jesus en medio de ellos y les dijo: “La paz esté con ustedes”. Dicho esto,
les mostr6 las manos y el costado. Cuando los discipulos vieron al Sefor,
se llenaron de alegria. De nuevo les dijo Jests: “La paz esté con ustedes.
Como el Padre me ha enviado, asi también los envio yo”. Después de decir
esto, soplo sobre ellos y les dijo: “Reciban el Espiritu Santo. A los que les
perdonen los pecados, les quedaran perdonados; y a los que no se los per-
donen, les quedaran sin perdonar”. Tomas, uno de los Doce, a quien llama-
ban el Gemelo, no estaba con ellos cuando vino Jesus, y los otros discipu-
los le decian: “Hemos visto al Sefior”. Pero ¢l les contest6: “Si no veo en
sus manos la senal de los clavos y si no meto mi dedo en los agujeros de
los clavos y no meto mi mano en su costado, no creeré”. Ocho dias des-
pués, estaban reunidos los discipulos a puerta cerrada y Tomas estaba con
ellos. Jesus se presentd de nuevo en medio de ellos y les dijo: “La paz esté
con ustedes”. Luego le dijo a Tomas: “Aqui estan mis manos; acerca tu
dedo. Trae aca tu mano, métela en mi costado y no sigas dudando, sino
cree”. Tomas le respondio: “jSefior mio y Dios mio!” Jestus anadi6: “Tu
crees porque me has visto; dichosos los que creen sin haber visto”. Otros
muchos signos hizo Jesis en presencia de sus discipulos, pero no estan
escritos en este libro. Se escribieron éstas para que ustedes crean que Jesus
es el Mesias, el Hijo de Dios, y para que, creyendo, tengan vida en su
nombre.
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Thoughts/Reflections about this week’s Gospel Reading

Today’s reading from the Gospel of John is proclaimed on the Second Sun-
day of Easter in each of the lectionary cycles. This fact alone should alert
us to the significance of the encounters with the resurrected Jesus that are
described in this reading. This Gospel combines two scenes: Jesus’ appear-
ance to his disciples after his Resurrection and Jesus’ dialogue with Thom-
as, the disciple who doubted.

Part of the mystery of Jesus’ Resurrection is that he appeared to his disci-
ples not as a spirit, but in bodily form. We do not know, however, exactly
what this form looked like. Earlier in John’s Gospel, when Mary of Mag-
dala first encountered the risen Jesus, she did not recognize him until he
spoke to her. In Luke’s Gospel, the disciples walking along the road to
Emmaus did not recognize Jesus until he broke bread with them. We know
from readings such as today’s that in his resurrected form, Jesus was not
bound by matter; he appeared to the disciples inside a home even though
the door was locked. Yet the disciples could still touch the marks of his
Crucifixion.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus greets his disciples with the gift of peace. Jesus
then commissions his disciples to continue the work that he has begun; as
Jesus was sent by God, so Jesus sends his disciples. He gives his disciples
the gift of the Holy Spirit so that they will be able to accomplish this task.
Jesus’ words to his disciples also highlight the integral connection between
the forgiveness of sins and the gift of the Holy Spirit. With the grace of the
Holy Spirit, we can share forgiveness and reconciliation with others.

Thomas, the doubting disciple in today’s reading, represents the reality of
the Church that comes after this first community of witnesses to Jesus. All
but the first disciples of Jesus must believe without seeing. Like Thomas,
we may doubt the news that Jesus, who was crucified and buried, appeared
to his disciples. Our human nature seeks hard evidence that the Jesus who
appeared to his disciples after his death is indeed the same Jesus who was
crucified. Thomas is given the opportunity to be our representative in ob-
taining this evidence. He gives witness to us that the Jesus who was raised
is the same Jesus who died. Through the gift of the Holy Spirit, we are
among those who are blessed, for we have not seen and yet believe.

Pensamientos/Reflexiones sobre el Evangelio de esta semana

La lectura de hoy del Evangelio de Juan se proclama el se-
gundo domingo de Pascua en cada uno de los ciclos del lec-
cionario. Este solo hecho deberia alertarnos sobre el signifi-
cado de los encuentros con Jesus resucitado que se describen
en esta lectura. Este Evangelio combina dos escenas: la apa-
ricion de Jesus a sus discipulos después de su Resurreccion y
el didlogo de Jesus con Tomds, el discipulo que dudaba.

Parte del misterio de la resurreccion de Jesus es que se apa-
recio a sus discipulos no como un espiritu, sino en forma
corporal. Sin embargo, no sabemos exactamente como era
este formulario. Anteriormente en el Evangelio de Juan,
cuando Maria de Magdala se encontro por primera vez con
Jesus resucitado, no lo reconocio hasta que él le hablo. En el
Evangelio de Lucas, los discipulos que caminaban por el ca-
mino de Ematus no reconocieron a Jesus hasta que partio el
pan con ellos. Sabemos por lecturas como la de hoy que, en
su forma resucitada, Jesus no estaba atado por la materia;
se aparecio a los discipulos dentro de una casa a pesar de
que la puerta estaba cerrada. Sin embargo, los discipulos
aun podian tocar las marcas de su crucifixion.

En el evangelio de hoy, Jesus saluda a sus discipulos con el don de la paz. Jesus luego encarga a sus disci-
pulos que continuen la obra que ¢l ha comenzado, como Jesus fue enviado por Dios, Jesus envia a sus dis-
cipulos. Les da a sus discipulos el don del Espiritu Santo para que puedan realizar esta tarea. Las palabras
de Jesus a sus discipulos también destacan la conexion integral entre el perdon de los pecados y el don del
Espiritu Santo. Con la gracia del Espiritu Santo, podemos compartir el perdon y la reconciliacion con los
demas.

Tomas, el discipulo que duda en la lectura de hoy, representa la realidad de la Iglesia que viene después de
esta primera comunidad de testigos de Jesus. Todos menos los primeros discipulos de Jesus deben creer sin
ver. Como Tomas, podemos dudar de la noticia de que Jesus, que fue crucificado y sepultado, se aparecio a
sus discipulos. Nuestra naturaleza humana busca pruebas contundentes de que el Jesus que se aparecio a
sus discipulos después de su muerte es de hecho el mismo Jesus que fue crucificado. Thomas tiene la oportu-
nidad de ser nuestro representante para obtener esta evidencia. Nos da testimonio de que el Jesus que resu-
cito es el mismo Jesus que murio. A través del don del Espiritu Santo, estamos entre los bendecidos, porque
no hemos visto y, sin embargo, creemos
