When the captain and the court officers had brought the apos-
tles in and made them stand before the Sanhedrin, the high
priest questioned them, "We gave you strict orders, did we
not, to stop teaching in that name?

And none of the disciples dared to
ask him, "Who are you?" because they realized it was
the Lord. Jesus came over and took the bread and gave
it to them, and in like manner the fish. This was now
the third time Jesus was revealed to his disciples after
being raised from the dead. When they had finished
breakfast, Jesus said to Simon Peter, "Simon, son of
John, do you love me more than these?" Simon Peter
answered him, "Yes, Lord, you know that I love you."
Jesus said to him, "Feed my lambs." He then said to
Simon Peter a second time, "Simon, son of John, do
you love me?" Simon Peter answered him, "Yes, Lord,
you know that I love you." Jesus said to him, "Tend
my sheep." Jesus said to him the third time, "Simon,
son of John, do you love me?" Peter was distressed
that Jesus had said to him a third time, "Do you love
me?" and he said to him, "Lord, you know everything;
