Catch the Spirit in your sails! 
KaƟe and Laura are young endurance athletes. KaƟe Spotz is a 23-yr old American who became 

the youngest person to row, row, row her boat solo across the AtlanƟc Ocean from west Africa to 
South America. At the age of 26, Laura Dekker sailed her boat around the globe. Surviving many 

storms and dangerous reefs, she finished the journey in 1 year and 5 months. Both young women 
accomplished impressive feats. But if it were your choice, would you rather row a boat or liŌ a sail 
to harness the power of the wind? In the dark of night, Jesus said to Nicodemus “The wind blows 

where it wishes and you hear its sound, but you do not know where it comes from or where it 
goes. So it is with the Holy Spirit.” (John 3:8). The Spirit, like the wind, is a force that we cannot 

see. But it is around us constantly and beckons us to be carried away. We “put up our sails” each 
Ɵme we pray to the Holy Spirit for comfort, for wisdom, and for the courage to do the right thing. 

The Holy Spirit is the spirit of the risen Christ acƟve and alive in the world. It answers to no            
government or organizaƟon, not even the Church. It is mighty enough to break down the walls of 
fear and prejudice, but gentle enough to help us forgive someone when we have been wronged. 

The Spirit is mighty enough to get us off the couch 
to do a service project or to work at the ThriŌ 

Store. But it is gentle enough to teach us the art of 
compassion. This is your Ɵme. Put up your sails!

Sobreviviendo a muchas 
tormentas y arrecifes peligrosos, completó la travesía en un año y cinco meses. Ambas jóvenes 

lograron hazañas impresionantes. Pero si fuera tu elección, ¿preferirías remar en un bote o                  
izar una vela para aprovechar la fuerza del viento? En la oscuridad de la noche, Jesús le dijo a  
Nicodemo: «El viento sopla donde quiere, y oyes su sonido, pero no sabes de dónde viene ni 
adónde va. Así es con el Espíritu Santo» (Juan 3:8). El Espíritu, como el viento, es una fuerza                

invisible. Pero nos rodea constantemente y nos invita a dejarnos llevar. Izamos las velas cada vez 
que oramos al Espíritu Santo pidiendo consuelo, sabiduría y la valenơa para hacer lo correcto.               
El Espíritu Santo es el espíritu de Cristo resucitado, acƟvo y vivo en el mundo. No responde a 

ningún gobierno ni organización, ni siquiera a la Iglesia. Es lo suficientemente poderoso como para
