A brilliant mind and a heart set free

We cannot over-estimate the impact of the life and writings of St. Augustine on Catholic culture.
He wrote over 100 separate books or works that were the basis of Catholic teaching throughout
the Middle Ages. His spiritual autobiography, the Confessions, is a kind of spiritual journal by a
young man who wrestled with many temptations and who suffered the death of a good friend.
His book, City of God, was written while the Roman world was collapsing all around him. He
condemns the pagan Roman empire for its pursuit of power and worldly domination. Such a
city is doomed to perish. The city of God, in contrast, is composed of pilgrims on this earth who
put their sole trust in God. This city will live forever. For 800 years, until Thomas Aquinas,

St. Augustine was the greatest Catholic theologian and Biblical scholar. He taught us that there
are several ways to read the Bible. We should take it literally, of course, always mindful of the
cultural context in which the author wrote. But we should also understand it in a deeper, spiritual
sense as it points to signs of God’s saving actions through allegory and symbolism. The Great
Flood, for example, is a symbol of Baptism. But this brilliant young mind also had a heart as big as

" ; the Mediterranean Sea on whose coastline he lived and
served as bishop. In his writings, he reminded us that
“Scripture teaches only charity (self-giving love) and

condemns only the kind of love that is selfish or possessive.”

We owe the depth of his heart to his mother, Monica. For

him, she was a model of this kind of faithful, self-giving love
that can only be a gift from God. Let us ask often the
intercession of Sts. Monica and Augustine. - - - Fr. Jim

Debemos tomarla literalmente, por supuesto, teniendo
siempre en cuenta el contexto cultural en el que escribié el autor. Pero también debemos
comprenderla en un sentido mas profundo y espiritual, ya que sefiala signos de la accién
salvadora de Dios mediante la alegoria y el simbolismo. El Diluvio Universal, por ejemplo, es
simbolo del Bautismo. Pero esta joven mente brillante también tenia un corazén tan grande
como el Mar Mediterraneo, en cuya costa vivid y sirvié como obispo. En sus escritos, nos recordd
que «la Escritura ensefia solo la caridad (amor abnegado) y condena solo el amor egoista o
posesivo». Debemos la profundidad de su corazén a su madre, Ménica. Para él, ella fue un
modelo de este tipo de amor fiel y abnegado que solo puede ser un don de Dios.
