On being a patrioƟc American Catholic 
When European Catholics began arriving in large numbers to the US, many people were fearful 
and suspicious of these new immigrants. Many Protestants viewed the Pope as a foreign leader 

whose authority threatened American democracy and individualism. (It has been many years 
since the Pope has had his own army!) Unknowingly, they were confusing “naƟonalism” with 

“patrioƟsm”. PatrioƟsm is a love and loyalty to one's country, while naƟonalism is a belief in the 
superiority of one's naƟon and its interests, oŌen at the expense of other naƟons. As it happens, 
the American experiment is consistent with Catholic social teaching (CST). European naƟons had 

a long tradiƟon of hierarchy based on a royal bloodline. In contrast, the United States was                     
founded on beliefs about individual rights, limited government, and “liberty and jusƟce for all” as 
we say each Ɵme we salute the flag. In its early years, Americans formed civic associaƟons such as 

worker organizaƟons, PTAs, and church groups. They felt connected to their local community 
outside of the family. This connecƟon is promoted by CST as “subsidiarity”. Second, Americans 

placed a high value on individual iniƟaƟve. CST promotes human flourishing, both individually and 
within community, that follows from living a life of virtue and parƟcipaƟng in the common good. 

Third, the civil government’s role is to maintain order and peace among its ciƟzens and to                      
promote the common good, the things that we all 

share. CST also promotes the common good through 
its emphasis on human dignity, aƩenƟon to the poor 

and the most vulnerable ciƟzens, and the care of                
creaƟon. American patrioƟsm is loyalty to its stated 
ideal that “all men are created equal, that they are 
endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable 
rights, ... life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness.” 

Amen, and may it be so. - - - Fr. Jim  
 

Sobre ser un católico patriota 
Cuando los católicos europeos comenzaron a llegar en 

masa a Estados Unidos, muchos temían y desconfiaban de estos nuevos inmigrantes. Muchos 
protestantes veían al Papa como un líder extranjero cuya autoridad amenazaba la democracia y  

el individualismo estadounidenses. (¡Hacía muchos años que el Papa no tenía su propio ejército!). 
Sin saberlo, confundían "nacionalismo" con "patrioƟsmo". El patrioƟsmo es amor y lealtad a la 
patria, mientras que el nacionalismo es la creencia en la superioridad de la propia nación y sus 

intereses, a menudo a expensas de otras naciones. De hecho, el experimento estadounidense es 
coherente con la doctrina social católica (DSC). Las naciones europeas tenían una larga tradición 

de jerarquía basada en la realeza. En contraste, Estados Unidos se fundó sobre la base de                   
creencias sobre los derechos individuales, un gobierno limitado y "libertad y jusƟcia para todos", 

como decimos cada vez que saludamos a la bandera. En sus inicios, los estadounidenses                     
formaron asociaciones cívicas como organizaciones de trabajadores, asociaciones de padres y              

maestros y grupos religiosos. Se senơan conectados con su comunidad local más allá de la                   
familia. Esta conexión es promovida por la DSC como "subsidiariedad". En segundo lugar, los  

estadounidenses valoraban mucho la iniciaƟva individual. La DSC promueve el desarrollo                   
humano, tanto individual como comunitario, que se deriva de una vida de virtud y la parƟcipación 
en el bien común. En tercer lugar, la función del gobierno civil es mantener el orden y la paz entre 

sus ciudadanos y promover el bien común, aquello que todos comparƟmos. La DSC también 
promueve el bien común mediante su énfasis en la dignidad humana, la atención a los pobres y a 

los ciudadanos más vulnerables, y el cuidado de la creación. El patrioƟsmo estadounidense es 
lealtad a su ideal declarado de que "todos los hombres son creados iguales, dotados por su                 

Creador de ciertos derechos inalienables, ... la vida, la libertad y la búsqueda de la felicidad".
