Ministry Schedule  
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Believing in God in a ScienƟfic Age 
“The earth is the LORD’s and all it holds, the world and those who dwell in it.” (Ps. 24:1). But how 
did He do it? One reason that ChrisƟan religious pracƟce is in decline is that it seems out of touch 
with modern understandings of the world. Unbelievers are oŌen unable to reconcile the Biblical 

presentaƟon of God with scienƟfic facts.  But long ago, St. AugusƟne wrote: "We (ChrisƟans)  
must be on our guard against giving interpretaƟons that are opposed to truth about nature and 
therefore exposing the Word of God to the ridicule of unbelievers." Modern-day people of faith 

want to both “believe” and “be believable”. The claims of evoluƟonary science invite us to     
reimagine our image of God and creaƟon as handed on to us in our faith tradiƟon. This Fall I will 

be teaching an online Senior Seminar – Believing in God in a ScienƟfic Age - that treats both               
science and religion with equal respect. We begin with understanding the methods of science and 

the formaƟon of the Bible. Then we uncover some of the history that includes both conflict and 
enlightenment. We learn the basics of evoluƟon and its challenge to tradiƟonal ChrisƟan                     

assumpƟons about the special place of humanity. Finally we explore ways in which parƟcipants 
might harmonize their own personal faith with the revelaƟons of modern science. We learn from 
men and women who are theologians who know the science and/or scienƟsts who are believers. 

ParƟcipants are invited to form their own answer to the quesƟon: “What do you believe about 
God and why?” There are no assignments or quizzes, and no grades are given! I would love for 
some of my St. Monica parishioners (age 50+) to take the course. This Senior Seminar is cheap 

($50) and meets on six Monday aŌernoons, 3:00-4:30 pm,                        
Sep 22-Oct 27, via Zoom through the University of Oklahoma.

Creer en Dios en la Era Cienơfica 

Una de las razones por las que la prácƟca religiosa crisƟana está                
en declive es que parece estar desconectada de la comprensión 

moderna del mundo. Los no creyentes a menudo son incapaces de 
conciliar la presentación bíblica de Dios con los hechos cienơficos. 

Pero hace mucho Ɵempo, San Agusơn escribió: «Nosotros (los              
crisƟanos) debemos estar en guardia contra las interpretaciones que 

se oponen a la verdad sobre la naturaleza y, por lo tanto, exponer la Palabra de Dios al ridículo de 
los no creyentes». Las personas de fe de hoy en día desean tanto «creer» como «ser creíbles». Las 
afirmaciones  de la ciencia evoluƟva nos invitan a redefinir nuestra imagen de Dios y la creación, 

tal como nos fue transmiƟda por nuestra tradición religiosa (crisƟanos, judíos, musulmanes). Este 
otoño  imparƟré un seminario en línea para estudiantes de úlƟmo año, «Creer en Dios en la Era 
Cienơfica», que trata la ciencia y la religión con el mismo respeto. Comenzamos comprendiendo 
los métodos cienơficos y la formación de la Biblia. Luego, descubrimos parte de la historia, que 
incluye tanto conflictos como iluminación. Aprendemos los fundamentos de la evolución y su 

desaİo a las suposiciones crisƟanas tradicionales sobre el lugar especial de la humanidad.               
Finalmente, exploramos maneras en que los parƟcipantes pueden armonizar su fe personal con 

las revelaciones de la ciencia moderna. Aprendemos de hombres y mujeres teólogos que conocen 
la ciencia y/o cienơficos creyentes. Se invita a los parƟcipantes a formular su propia respuesta a              
la pregunta: "¿Qué crees sobre Dios y por qué?". No hay tareas ni exámenes, ¡y no se otorgan 
calificaciones! Me encantaría que algunos de mis feligreses de Santa Mónica (mayores de 50
