What is the meaning of the cross of Christ? 
The Gospel message can be said simply – “God loves humanity so much that he became one of  
us to show us how to live and how to die.”  The Gospel is neither progressive or conservaƟve.      
It is not Democrat or Republican. But it IS poliƟcal, in that it impacts the lives of how people live 
together with one another are created by one Father. John the BapƟst did not shout “Rejoice and 
be glad”. He cried “Repent! Acknowledge the sin that keeps you from God’s grace.”  There is no 
Gospel without the cross. There is no grace without prior repentance.  
Moses said to look upon the serpent. He told them to look upon the very thing that is killing you. 
Look upon that which is causing you sickness and death – look upon it, shove it into the light of 
day, and take away its power.  For when sin is revealed, it loses its power. It hurts to look upon 
society’s sin – the sin of inequity, injusƟce, sins of racism and intolerance. It hurts to look upon 
our own personal sins of hatred, of selfishness, of materialism. But when we ignore the sin, it 
conƟnues to have power, to even get stronger. When we face it down and acknowledge it,               
then we can face it head on. Then we can incorporate it into our prayer. Only then can it be  
transformed into something like new life. It can then be redeemed by God’s love. When we gaze 
at the crucifix which bears the body of Our Lord, we are gazing into the world’s sin for which he 

gave His life. We gaze upon it and                
whisper “Lamb of God, you who take 
away the sins of the world.....have               
mercy on us.” - - - Fr. Jim

Cristo? 

El mensaje del Evangelio se puede              
resumir simplemente: “Dios ama tanto             
a la humanidad que se hizo uno de              
nosotros para mostrarnos cómo vivir                 
y cómo morir”. El Evangelio no es                
progresista ni conservador. No es 

demócrata ni republicano. Pero es políƟco, ya que impacta la forma en que las personas                       
conviven, creadas por un mismo Padre. Juan el BauƟsta no gritó: “¡Regocijaos y alegraos!”.                      
Él exclamó: “¡Arrepiéntanse! Reconozcan el pecado que les impide acceder a la gracia de Dios”. 
No hay Evangelio sin la cruz. No hay gracia sin arrepenƟmiento previo. Moisés dijo que miraran              
a la serpiente. Les dijo que miraran precisamente aquello que los está matando. Miren aquello 
que les causa enfermedad y muerte; mírenlo, sáquenlo a la luz del día y quítenle su poder. 
Porque cuando el pecado se revela, pierde su poder. Duele contemplar el pecado de la sociedad: 
el pecado de la inequidad, la injusƟcia, el racismo y la intolerancia. Duele contemplar nuestros 
propios pecados de odio, egoísmo y materialismo. Pero cuando ignoramos el pecado, sigue                
teniendo poder, incluso se intensifica. Cuando lo enfrentamos y lo reconocemos, podemos               
afrontarlo de frente. Entonces podemos incorporarlo a nuestra oración. Solo entonces puede 
transformarse en algo parecido a una nueva vida. Entonces puede ser redimido por el amor de 
Dios. Cuando contemplamos el crucifijo que lleva el cuerpo de Nuestro Señor, contemplamos el 
pecado del mundo por el que él dio su vida. Lo contemplamos y susurramos: “Cordero de Dios, 
que quitas el pecado del mundo... ten piedad de nosotros”. - - - P. Jim
