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Truths told by ancient myths
When Jesus wanted to talk about the Kingdom of God, he often told a simple story used to
illustrate a moral or spiritual lesson. For example, “The Kingdom of God is like a treasure hidden
in the field....”. Ancient peoples had their own stories, too, about the creation of the world,
about a great flood, and about the weaknesses of humanity. We call these “myths”.
Unfortunately, this word in modern usage has come to mean a mistaken belief that is not true.
But in the study of religion and history, a myth is a story that reveals a deep truth about the
connection between reality and the sacred world. We should ask “What is the myth trying to
teach us?” The ancient Israelites had their own myths about creation, about the Fall of man, and
about a Great Flood. These stories are found in the first eleven chapters of the book of Genesis,
Gen. 1-11. Each myth describes a truth about our world. The created world is orderly and good.
The story of Adam and Eve and the serpent describes our propensity to sin. This sin can be
serious, leading to murder, as it did with Cain and Abel. The Great Flood reveals both God’s

Es el resultado de que la gente intentara
alcanzar el cielo mediante la tecnologia, una hazafia imposible, ya que solo podemos alcanzarlo
mediante actos de caridad y misericordia. Los antiguos contaban estas historias una y otra vez, a
sus hijos y entre ellos.
