When I was at the University, I would go running at noon with my four professor friends who 
were all about 10 years older than me. Dave and Fred both had some hearing loss, so Dave                          

always ran on the leŌ side and Fred on the right side. I was always concerned that some of my 
best jokes were falling on deaf ears. Ha! AŌer Covid, a few of the guys had bad knees and could 
no longer run. It was a gentle reminder of what it means to grow old. We begin to cherish the 

memories that sustain us. When we pray, we can draw on these sweet memories for hope and 
comfort. I clearly remember the joy I felt while sharing a cookout with good friends aŌer 

kayaking in Mobile Bay. I remember the sing-a-longs with my family back home and my father 
would close his eyes and smile as he sang. I remember lying on the warm grass with two friends 

looking up at the stars in the night sky. I remember catching fireflies at the farm in Iowa.                                
I remember shedding tears of joy when we blessed a family moving into their new Habitat home. 

In every case, I felt like God had wrapped his arms around me. Miracles oŌen come in small       
packages, and they are giŌs that help sustain us as we grow old. “For by grace you have been 
saved through faith ... it is the giŌ of God; it is not from works, so no one may boast. For we                    

are his handiwork, created in Christ                    
Jesus.” (Eph. 2:8-10) Where are the                 
miracles in your life? Where are the                   

inklings of God’s grace? They are right in 
front of your eyes. They are glimmers of
