“We know that all things work for good for those who
love God, who are called according to his purpose. For
those he foreknew he also predestined to be conformed
to the image of his Son, so that he might be the
firstborn among many brothers and sisters. And those
he predestined he also called; and those he called he
also justified; and those he justified he also glorified”
(Rom 8:28-30).

We are celebrating the 17th Sunday, halfway in
the Ordinary Time, which has 33 or 34 Sundays
depending on the moveable feast of Easter from
year to year. Ordinary Time is a time of conversion,
maturation, and slowly growth. It comprises the
longest time on the liturgical calendar when the
faithful consider the fullness of Jesus’ teachings
and miracles while on this earth. In the first part,
one of the symbols often found in Ordinary Time
is comprised of two fish and a basket of bread,
symbolizing Jesus’ miracle of the loaves and the
Fish and all his miracles to serve, heal, and lead
the community to God. (See Matthew 14: 13-21)

The second part of Ordinary Time follows the
celebration of Pentecost; the gift of the Holy Spirit
that moves us to do God’s work. The Spirit does for
us and the Church what Jesus did for his disciples.
He left them with his love, fire, and Spirit to share
with the world. Trinity Sunday is celebrated the
first Sunday after Pentecost. The Holy Trinity gives
us fullness in Christ, the Father, the Son, and the
Holy Spirit. The following Sunday is Corpus Christi,
which commemorates the Body and Blood of our

ORDINARY TIME IS ANYTHING BUT ORDINARY -Fr. Fredy Bonilla

Jesus Christin the Eucharist. The Eucharist as the
source and summit of our faith, hope and charity.
Even though we are in pandemic; many parishes
celebrate the Eucharistic processions or holy hour
of adoration to commemorate the present of the
Body and Blood of Christ in our lives and in our
world.

As we are celebrating the 17th Sunday, we have
heard how our Lord Jesus Christ is speaking
about the Kingdom of Heaven in Parables in the
last couple of Sundays. We are moving forward to
the final Sunday in Ordinary Time that is the feast
of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe,
traditionally called the feast of Christ the King. We
reverence our Lord as the King of all and pray that
all on earth may praise him now as we look forward
to live with him eternally in heaven forever.

The season of Ordinary Time that occurs in
the warmer months may prompt us to link our
daily prayers and routines with the enjoyment of
nature: pray outdoors when taking a walk, plant a
small sprig and watch it grow, wake up early and
enjoy the sunrise using morning prayer (Lauds),
incorporate a family prayer time such as the
Rosary, and glorifying God throughout our normal,
quotidian, and ordinary life.

“‘Blessed are you, Father, Lord of heaven and
earth; for you have revealed to little ones the
mysteries of the kingdom” (Mt 11:25).

La segunda parte del Tiempo Ordinario sigue a
la celebracion de Pentecostés donde el don del
Espiritu Santo nos mueve a hacer la obra de Dios.
El Espiritu hace por nosotros y por la Iglesia lo que
Jesus hizo por sus discipulos: los dejé con su amor,
fuego y Espiritu para compartir con el mundo.
El Domingo de la Trinidad se celebra el primer
Domingo después de Pentecostés. La Santisima
Trinidad, nos da plenitud en Cristo: Padre, Hijo y
