Dear Parishioners,

Merry Christmas! Actually, it is Stewardship Weekend but | know
how people respond to that, so | thought I'd begin with something
more pleasant. | am pleased to tell you that we are growing as a par-
ish community, our OCIA (the old RCIA) is enrolling new folks who are
interested in becoming Catholic, Religious Education is ready to gear
up for a full year and our school has exceeded its enrollment

goals! The bad news is that we finished the last fiscal year in the red
once again. This is the fifth year in a row that we have not met our
budget goals.

On the administrative end, we are doing everything possible to lower
costs---we now have three (3) in our maintenance department as op-
posed to 6 people from five years ago, our administrative staff is few-
er and we are reducing energy costs. Just this past summer, we took
advantage of the BGE Energy program that replaced and upgraded
our lights in the Parish Center and the school. This project would
have cost us $90,000, but. by using the BGE program, we were able
to put in new energy efficient LED lights at no cost to us.

We can only do so much in the cost saving column. In order to grow
and prosper as a congregation we need you to increase your giving. |
know times are tough and the grocery store bills are bigger than ever,
but your church community needs your gracious generosity as well if
we are ever to balance our budget and be able to move forward. Itis
quite discouraging to cut and cut and still not be able to report a good
fiscal year to you.

Looking around the campus, we may assume all is well—the buildings
look good, our programs continue to grow and expand, our staff is
available and Masses and the Sacraments are celebrated. But, in
honesty, we rely on our savings to balance out what we do not collect
in Offertory. If you give $1.00 in the loose collection (and there are
some!) please double your contribution. There is not even anything
on the dollar menu at McDonalds any more! If you are giving a gen-
erous amount, | ask that you please take a prayerful look at your sup-
port for Sacred Heart and increase your giving now. We need you.
