As we get to the end of the church year, the readings become 
more stark and threatening as they talk about the end of the 
world. 
 
The Book of Daniel is one of the apocalyptic books of the Old 
Testament, where he talks about justice and peace and light 
coming to those who have lived in God, and darkness and tur-
moil and chaos for those who have ignored God. 
 
Jesus, as well, in the gospel, talks about the end of time when the 
sun will be darkened, and the moon will not shed its light. He de-
scribes it as a time of great trial and distress, but not for those 
who do justice. The emphasis in both cases, is not on the trial and 
distress, but on the unexpected nature of the end of the world or 
the second coming of Christ. 
 
Jesus himself says we do not know the day nor the hour, only the 
Father knows that. So it is useless to try to figure out when this is 
going to happen. Instead, we should spend our energies on liv-
ing as Christians – – forgiving, loving, promoting peace and unity 
and winning people back to Christ. That way, no matter when this 
all happens, whether in our lifetime or in 1,000 years, we will be 
ready.
