Dear Parishioners,   
 
Today, the Church celebrates the Solemnity of Christ the King of 
the Universe, closing the old liturgical year and opening a new 
cycle. This is also an opportunity for us to look back and deter-
mine who Christ is in our lives. 
 
In the First Reading, the Prophet Daniel clearly points out the glo-
rious appearance of “A Son of Man,” Christ in the New Testament. 
He is the One who all creatures, all peoples, and nations from an-
cient times to the present must worship and serve. Unlike all kings 
or political leaders on earth, Christ is the supreme and almighty 
King with eternal dominion and indestructible power. 
 
But even more unique than kings and civic leaders on earth, is 
that King Jesus, as the Book of Revelation vividly describes, “loves 
us and has freed us from our sins by His blood.” The great and 
mighty King was willing to be humbled before Pilate, to be beat-
en, to be humiliated, to suffer and to die on the Cross just be-
cause he loved humanity and affirmed to all, “Yes, I am the King.” 
 
Indeed, Christ is the King of the Universe, the King of Love and 
Truth, the Beginning and the End. He died so that we may live for-
ever. Today, let us have the courage to give up earthly fame, glo-
ry, and power to honor and proclaim, “Yes, Jesus, you alone are 
the King of my life.” Today, in the midst of a chaotic and turbulent 
world, let us nestle into the sacred, gentle, and merciful heart of 
the King Jesus to rest, to be healed, and to be strengthened to 
continue living for Him.
