Dear Parishioners, 
 
In John the Baptist, we see the mission of the church to point to Je-
sus as the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world. It is 
precisely this mission that captures the sacramentality of the church 
as a sign and instrument both of a very closely knit union with God 
and of the unity of the whole human race (Lumen Gentium, No. 1). 
As a sign and instrument of salvation, it belongs to the church to 
lead her faithful to a deeper encounter with Christ in the Word and 
Sacrament.  
 
The image of Jesus as Lamb not only reveals him as the prototype 
of Isaac who was to be sacrificed by Abraham (Gen 22, 1-19) but 
reminds us of the Passover lamb and its significance in the libera-
tion of Israel from Egypt (Exodus 12, 1-16). So, in our profession of 
Jesus as the Lamb of God, we commemorate our Passover from sin 
to grace, light to darkness, death to life.  
 
It is by this Passover, inaugurated by our baptism, that the hope of 
salvation is guaranteed. With the words of the responsorial psalm 
“here am I Lord I come to do will”, may we therefore be available to 
be instruments of God’s liberation (Passover) in our world.
