The story of the man born blind is the second in our trilogy lead-
ing us forward in Lent. The story from the gospel of John turns
things, once again, on its head. The one who is blind in the story
is the one who comes to see and believes in Jesus. The people
who are sighted in the story, are actually the ones who are blind.
But they are not physically blind, they are emotionally and spiritu-
ally blind. They are also stubborn. Even when given direct proof
of the miracles and goodness of Jesus, they are stuck in their old
ways and walk away.

The story is an obvious challenge and invitation to us. Where do
we see clearly and where are we blind to the workings of God in
our life and our world? Sometimes we are so stuck in our old way
of doing things or in our old way of seeing things, that we are not
open to the way God is working powerfully in our lives and in our
world. We, like the scribes and Pharisees are stuck and stubborn.
We are invited to join the blind man who has, not only his physi-
cal eyes opened, but his faith opened as well.
