Pan de Vida

Obtener mejores valores. Segun San Pablo, si Cristo es realmente activo
en nuestras vidas, nuestra misma forma de pensar habria cambiado; es
decir, se habra puesto en orden, porque el pecado ha pervertido el orden
de nuestros valores. Nuestras prioridades (cuando votamos, cuando nos
preguntamos si deberiamos tener mas hijos o no, cuando elegimos
nuestro entretenimiento, cuando tomamos cualquiera de las
innumerables decisiones menores de cada dia) no seran las siguientes:
"sera esto para mi", "que beneficio tiene esto para mi cuenta bancaria" o
"como puedo salirme de esto", sino mas bien, "es esto lo que Dios quiere
de mi", "me acerca esto mas a Dios", "ayudara esto a los demas", "sera
esto un mejor testimonio de vida".

éPoco realista? No, a menos que Jesus deba ser llamado "poco
realista" cuando reprochd a las personas que eran mucho mas
necesitadas que cualquiera de nosotros por estar mas interesadas en la
comida del dia que en el pan de vida. Debemos tomar la Comunién
mucho mas "en serio" de lo que lo hacemos regularmente; estando
seguro de que es un alimento que, me transformara y que empezaré a
pensar diferente sobre la vida.

En la practica, significa prepararse seriamente: antes de la Misa,
durante la Misa y al momento de recibir. Antes de la Misa: hacer una
obra de caridad durante la semana, entregarte a Jesus en la oracion.
Durante la Misa: ofreciéndote lo mejor que puedas con Cristo que se esta
ofreciendo a si mismo por ti. Entonces, después de la Misa, tal vez
estemos listos para hacer algo sobre ilos mas débiles y los mas pobres
que parecen tener tan poca esperanzal".

Bread of Life

Getting our values straight. According to St Paul, if Christ is really
active in our lives, our very way of thinking will have been turned upside
down; that is, it will have been put right, because sin has perverted the
order of our values. Our priorities (when we vote, when we wonder if we
should have more children or not, when we choose our entertainment,
when we make any of the countless minor decisions of every day) will
not be the following -- “what’s in it for me”, “what will this do for my
bank account”, or “can | get away with it”, but rather, “is this what God
wants”, “does it bring me closer to God”, “will this help others”, “will it
be a better witness of Christian life”.

Unrealistic? No, unless Jesus should be called “unrealistic” when he
reproached people who were far needier than any of us for being more
interested in today’s lunch than in the bread of life. We must take
Communion far more “seriously” than we regularly do; being quite
certain that it is a food that will, gradually, transform me and that | will
begin to think differently about life.

In practice, it means seriously preparing yourself: before Mass, during
Mass and when going to receive. Before Mass: arriving, having made
some kind of real attempt during the week, open your heart to him
regularly in prayer. During Mass: offering yourself as best you can with
Christ who is offering himself for you. Then, after Mass, maybe we’ll be
ready to do something about “the most powerless and the poorest
appear to have so little hope!”.

When the crowd saw that neither Jesus nor his disciples were
there, they themselves got into boats and came to Capernaum
looking for Jesus. And when they found him across the sea
they said to him, “Rabbi, when did you get here?” Jesus
answered them and said, “Amen, amen, I say to you, you are
looking for me not because you saw signs but because you ate
the loaves and were filled. Do not work for food that perishes
but for the food that endures for eternal life, which the Son of
Man will give you. For on him the Father, God, has set his
seal.” So they said to him, “What can we do to accomplish the
works of God?” Jesus answered and said to them, “This is the
work of God, that you believe in the one he sent.” So they said
to him, “What sign can you do, that we may see and believe in
you? What can you do? Our ancestors ate manna in the desert,
as it is written:

He gave them bread from heaven to eat.”

So Jesus said to them, “Amen, amen, I say to you it was not
Moses who gave the bread from heaven; my Father gives you
the true bread from heaven. For the bread of God is that
which comes down from heaven and gives life to the world.”
So they said to him, “Sir, give us this bread always.” Jesus said
to them, “I am the bread of life; whoever comes to me will
never hunger, and whoever believes in me will never thirst.”
