“O, Little Town of Bethlehem.” A Philadelphia clergyman 
named Phillips Brooks penned these popular words back 
in the mid-1800s, but the prophet Micah could have used 
them first. Micah knew that from small packages great 
treasures come. In today’s first reading, he knew that 
from tiny Bethlehem would come the Lord. 
 The writer in Hebrews explains that Christ came to 
us to do the will of God by establishing a new order and 
by becoming our perfect sacrifice. And Luke tells us that 
Elizabeth and John, the infant in her womb, understand 
that great and wondrous things are at hand with the com-
ing of the Lord. 
 This is the Fourth Sunday of Advent. Soon we cele-
brate anew the fruit of Mary’s womb. As we are told in 
Hebrews, Jesus’ new order is being established even 
today. And as Micah proclaims, his greatness is reaching 
even now to the ends of the earth.

 SIMBANG GABI 

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITIONS 

  Many of our most treasured traditions link the liturgy of 
the church with the hearth of the home. The food on the 
table at certain feasts and fasts helps to extend the  mys-
tery into everyday life. Tonight, for example, many fami-
lies of Italian heritage, especially those with links to the 
south of Italy, will settle down to the “Feast of the Seven 
Fishes,” or La Vigilia. It is a command performance for 
the whole family, as the saying goes: Natale con I tuui, 
Pasqua conchi vuoi, or “Christmas with your family, 
Easter with whomever you wish.” Seven different fish, 
some say one for each day of Mary and Joseph’s jour-
ney to Bethlehem, others say one for each sacrament, or 
one for each day of creation, are served. Eel and shrimp, 
lobster and crab, calamari, pasta with clam sauce, floun-
der and hake all abound, but most especially baccala, 
dried salted cod. Why? Many say that it is a way to pay 
homage to the beasts of the stable who witnessed the 
holy birth and relinquished their manger to make way for 
God. Tonight, if someone asks you to “pass the shrimp,” 
you’ll be able to shed a little light on a menu that is a de-
licious treasure in our tradition! 

 SIMBANG GABI is one of the most popular Filipino tradi-
tions.  It is when Catholic churches across the nation  begin 
a nine-day novena to the Blessed Mother.  The novena be-
gins December 15th and culminates with the  “Misa de 
Gallo” to welcome the birth of our Savior Jesus Christ. 
 
The origin traces its roots in Mexico when in 1587 the Pope 
granted the petition of Fray Diego de Sorio, to hold Christ-
mas Mass outdoors as the Church could not accommodate 
the large crowd.  During olden times the pre-dawn mass is 
announced by the ringing of the church bells. 
 
The tradition of Simbang Gabi continues.  It is a significant 
moment not only because it strengthens relationships 
among family members, but also because it is the time 
when our faith is intensified.  It is a spiritual preparation for 
Christmas, the birth of Jesus Christ.  
We invite you to join us in this special nine day novena be-
ginning on December 15th.  Questions?  Call the parish

 TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE 

Primera lectura — De ti, Belén, saldrá el que será el jefe 
de Israel (Miqueas 5:1-4a). 
Salmo — Señor, muéstranos tu favor y sálvanos  
(Salmo 80 [79]). 
Segunda lectura — Al hacer Cristo la voluntad del Padre, 
es decir, al ofrecerse él mismo, hemos sido consagrados 
(Hebreos 10:5-10). 
Evangelio —Bendita eres entre las mujeres, y bendito es el 
fruto de tu vientre (Lucas 1:39-45). 

 Esta semana recordamos a los niños judíos que fueron 
asesinados por orden del Rey Herodes en Belén. Esa tra-
gedia que ocurrió cuando el viejo y celoso rey se enteró del 
nacimiento de un nuevo rey de los judíos. Él mandó a matar 
a todo niño que tuviera menos de dos años. El llanto de las 
familias que perdieron sus pobres inocentes se ha converti-
do en risas en varios países latinoamericanos. El 28 de 
diciembre en muchas partes es conmemorado como el día 
de los inocentes que viene siendo el April Fools Day de 
Latinoamérica. En ese día se hacen bromas para burlarse 
de los amigos. Si la broma funciona al pobre que fue enga-
ñado se le llama “inocente”. 
 La inocencia normalmente se atribuye a los niños o a 
los ingenuos, pero en si la inocencia es una virtud cristiana, 
de los que hemos sido perdonados por Cristo. Esta inocen-
cia no es ingenuidad mas bien es la candidez, simplicidad y 
generosidad de una persona que conoce bien lo duro que 
es la vida y aún así mantiene la esperanza. 

“Oh, pequeña aldea de Belén”; un clérigo de Filadelfia 
llamado Phillips Brooks escribió este popular villancico a 
mediados de los 1800, pero el profeta Miqueas hubiera 
podido hacerlo primero. Miqueas sabía que el tesoro 
grande viene en estuche pequeño. En la primera lectura 
de hoy, él sabía que del pueblito de Belén vendría el 
Señor.  
 El escritor de la carta a los hebreos explica que Cris-
to vino a nosotros para hacer la voluntad de Dios de es-
tablecer un nuevo orden y ser un sacrificio perfecto. Y 
Lucas nos dice que Isabel y Juan, el pequeño en sus 
entrañas, comprenden que grandes maravillas han llega-
do con la venida del Señor.

ORIGEN DEL BELEN DE NAVIDAD 

UN ORDEN NUEVO   

     El Pesebre tiene  
     su origen en la  
     Edad Media. La  
     primera celebrac 
     ión navideña en la 
     que se montó un 
belén para la conmemoración del nacimiento de Jesucristo 
tuvo lugar en la Nochebuena de 1223, cuando San Francisco 
de Asís decidió reproducir la tradición cristiana en una cueva 
próxima a la ermita de Greccio (Italia). Éste en colaboración 
de Juan de Grecio, comenzó los preparativos y nueve días an-
tes del 25 de diciembre convocó a todo el pueblo para celebrar 
una misa en presencia de la representación del nacimiento. 
En poco tiempo, esta tradición se comenzó a populari-
zar. A partir del siglo XV se empezó a generalizar la cos-
tumbre del belén y en 1465, se fundó en París la primera 
empresa fabricante de figuras del belén. Más tarde llegó 
a Madrid, y en 1471 se creó el primer taller belenista  en 
Alcorcón, España. La Republica de Siena, Lisboa y Bar-
celona fueron las siguientes en retomar estas iniciativas. 

 El belén representa a Jesús, María y José en un pe-
sebre, o según otras tradiciones, en un establo, gra-
nero o cueva, donde, según el evangelio de Lucas 
2,7, nació el niño. La tradición acompaña el pesebre de 
una mula y un buey, según el relato de los Evangelios 
apócrifos y del texto del libro del profeta Isaías y del 
Habacuc..
