DON’T BE ANXIOUS

TODAY’S READINGS

First Reading — God will never forget you

(Isaiah 49:14-15)

Psalm — Rest in God alone, my soul (Psalm 62).
Second Reading — Make no judgments; the Lord will
judge (1 Corinthians 4:1-5).

Gospel — God feeds the bird and clothes the flowers.
Do not be anxious; God knows all your needs

(Matthew 6:24-34).

People have, it seems, a natural penchant for mis-
placed emphasis on unimportant things. They can easily
get caught up with what they’re having for dinner or what
they will wear.

Often it is a tragedy that helps people to refocus on
what is really important. What | shall wear is an irrelevant
question when | am facing surgery or chemotherapy.
What's for dinner is immaterial to those living through
grief or unemployment.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus tells us not to worry. He
doesn’t say, “Don’t eat. Don’t cook. Don’t buy clothes.”
He says, “Don’'t worry.” Jesus asks us not to relinquish
our responsibilities but to let go of our anxiety. Anxiety
betrays a lack of trust and Jesus reminds us that “Your
heavenly Father knows” all that you need (Matthew
6:32).

English Stations will be followed by a simple meal of soup
and bread in the parish hall.

By the early 1950s some scholars were calling for the
restoration of Communion of the faithful on Good Friday,
since by then only a priest received, consuming the host
from the Holy Thursday repository. In 1955 the new
Good Friday liturgy was timed to begin at three o’clock
everywhere, and included the option of Holy Commun-
ion, but without the Precious Blood that had originally
been part of the liturgy. Today, there is increasing debate
among theologians. Some feel that it would be better to
fast from the Eucharist on Good Friday, focusing on the
mystery of the cross and highlighting the Easter Com-
munion. Others say that this Communion infuses the
sadness of the day with awareness of Christ’s victory. It
is not a day of mourning, of course, and the Passion ac-
cording to John grounds the liturgy in a sense of Christ’s
victory over death and the triumph of the cross. The tra-
dition is rich and varied, and we are still in the early
stages of recovering an ancient way of doing things.

Why do we call the day “good”? The English and
Dutch languages share this name, and its origin stems
from the name “God’s Friday.” The traditional name for
the day in Latin is Feria VI in Parasceve, which trans-
lates as “The Sixth Day of the Week of Preparation.”
Other languages make do with “Holy Friday.” In another
part of England, as in Denmark, the people used to call it
“Long Friday,” a good description for a quiet day without
work and no chance for play or a good meal!

Black American Scientists

Dr. George Washington Carver
He was born a slave in 1864, and worked his way
through lowa State College at Ames. He headed Agri-
cultural Research at Tuskegee some years later.

In his research he produced 118 uses of the sweet po-
tato. He taught the South to diversify crops, growing
peanuts and sweet potatoes to enrich the soil. Carver
discovered 300 substances derived from peanuts. He
received many medals and honors. Before his death in
1943 he bequeathed his life earnings to the Carver
Foundation.

Dr. Percy Julian

He founded Julian Laboratories, an important drug re-
search center and drug company. He later helped to
create and produce low cost cortisone, a modern wonder
drug used to treat many diseases.

He also developed an inexpensive drug to treat Glau-
coma, an eye disease. This drug is used around the
world.

| TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE |

Pareciera que las personas tienden a inclinarse hacia
el lado equivocado en asuntos sin importancia. De pronto
pueden engancharse con decisiones de poca importancia
como qué cenar o qué ropa ponerse.

Es frecuente que una tragedia sea la que ayude a la
gente a volver a centrarse en lo que realmente es importan-
te. jQué ropa debo ponerme es tan irrelevante cuando ten-
go que ir a una sesion de quimioterapia! jQué hay para ce-
nar también es irrelevante para quienes estan desemplea-
dos!

En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus nos dice que no nos
preocupemos. El no dice: “No coman. No cocinen. No com-
pren ropa”. El dice: “No te preocupes”. Jesls nos pide que
no abandonemos nuestras responsabilidades sino que
hagamos a un lado a nuestra ansiedad. La ansiedad de-
muestra una falta de confianza y Jesus nos recuerda que
“Nuestro Padre en el Cielo sabe” qué es lo que necesita-
mos (Mateo 6:32).

LECTURAS DE HOY

Empezd nuevamente la Cuaresma, este tiempo anual en

que recordamos y celebramos los cuarenta dias que
Jesus pasé en el desierto, donde fue tentado por Satanas.
El mismo nombre “Cuaresma” recuerda la importancia del
namero 40 en la tradicion judeocristiana. Cuarenta fueron
los dias del diluvio, los dias en que Moisés y Elias pasa-
ron en la montafia de Dios, y los afos que el pueblo de
Israel camind por el desierto a la tierra prometida. El
numero 40 en la Biblia simboliza las pruebas y dificultades
de la vida terrenal. Cuarenta es el numero de la prepara-
cién para algo importante y de crecimiento en la vida.

La Cuaresma cristiana que se remonta hasta el siglo IV
no solo conmemora los dias que Jesus pasé en el desierto,
sino que debe ser un tiempo para reflexionar acerca de
nuestra propia vida con sus pruebas y dificultades. El Papa
Ledn Magno describe la Cuaresma como un retiro durante
el cual los fieles, recordando el ejemplo de Jesus, se pre-
paran para celebrar la Pascua con un corazon purificado y
la practica perfecta de la vida cristiana.

Nuestro Dios nos da el ejemplo; desde el primer dia de su
existencia humana se crio en una pobreza que ningun ser
humano podra experimentar jamas, porque siendo rico se
hizo pobre. Siendo rico se vacio a si mismo. En esto es
donde esta la contradiccion. Si desea ser pobre como Cris-
to, que se hizo pobre aun cuando era rico, yo debo hacer
lo mismo. Seria vergonzoso ser mas rico que Jesus, quien
soporto la pobreza para nuestro bien.

En la cruz Cristo no tenia nada. La cruz se la dio Pilatos;
los clavos y la corona, los soldados. Estaba desnudo.
Cuando murié le quitaron la cruz, los clavos y la corona. Lo
envolvieron en trozo de lienzo donado por un alma caritati-
va y lo enterraron en una tumba que no le pertenecia. Aun-
que podria haber muerto como un rey e incluso haberse
liberado de la muerte, eligié la pobreza porque sabia que
era el autentico camino para poseer a Dios y para traer su
amor a la tierra.
