En 2015 tuve la oportunidad de viajar a Roma con una amiga y su
esposo, y asistir a una audiencia de miércoles al mediodia con el
difunto Papa Francisco. Mi amiga era una mujer muy santa, con una fe
profunda y generosa en su servicio. También estaba luchando contra
un cancer de pulmdn en etapa cuatro. Esa mafiana temprano, ella y su
esposo habian asistido a una misa presidida por el Papa en una capilla
ubicada en el mismo edificio donde él vivia.

Cuando se acercd, le dijo a ella: “Te conozco”, con una alegria inmensa en su voz y una sonrisa de
verdadero gozo en su rostro. Me saludé a mi también (con mi alzacuello de sacerdote) cordialmente, pero
toda su atencién estaba enfocada en ella. Era como si sintiera su santidad y su espiritu afin lo cual actuaba

como un iman entre los dos.

El Papa Francisco tenia ese don tan especial e inspirado de ver a Dios en las personas, especialmente en
quienes sufrian o estaban en los margenes. El los “conocia” y los elevaba en todo lo que hacia y en cada
decisién que tomaba. En su esfuerzo por reformar el gobierno de la Iglesia, rompiod con la tradicién y nombré
a hombres y mujeres laicos en cargos de autoridad que se habian ganado.

Estamos en un periodo de reuniones de cardenales previas al cénclave. Hoy lei en las noticias que, en una
discusién a puerta cerrada, un prominente cardenal “atacd al Papa Francisco... por saltarse la tradicion de la
Iglesia de muchos afios” que daba el poder de gobernar solo a los miembros ordenados. Apenas podia creer
lo que veia. El Papa Francisco estaba haciendo lo que Jesus nos encomendd: hacer discipulos de todos los
pueblos y naciones. {AUn nos queda mucho camino por recorrer para que la Iglesia sea mas inclusiva y para
ser juntos peregrinos de esperanza!

Aqui en Santa Agatha, hemos sido peregrinos de esperanza mediante una novena bilingiie por el Papa todas
las noches desde el dia de su muerte. Todas las noches nuestros feligreses llenaban la iglesia con oraciones
fervientes y cantos de alabanza. Estabamos de luto, pero al mismo tiempo profundamente agradecidos de
haber tenido un pastor que nos decia: “iTe conozco!”

El Conclave comenzara el 7 de mayo. La vispera del cénclave, el martes 6 de mayo a las 7:00 p.m., nos
reuniremos en la iglesia para el Rosario y la Adoracién del Santisimo. El Espiritu Santo elegira a otro buen
pastor con el corazén de Jesucristo. Rezaremos por los cardenales, por los laicos y por la Iglesia, para que
todos obedezcamos la voluntad de Dios, quien siempre renueva a la Iglesia y nos acerca a Jesucristo.

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“l Know You”: Remembering Pope Francis and His Heart for the Margins

A reflection by Fr. Anthony of his personal encounter with the late Pope Francis, highlighting his deep compassion, humility, and
commitment to inclusivity in the Church and inviting the St. Agatha community to gather in prayer as the conclave approaches,
trusting the Holy Spirit to guide the Church in choosing its next shepherd.

Dear St. Agatha Family,

In 2015 | had a chance to travel to Rome with a friend and her husband, and attend a Wednesday noon
audience with the late Pope Francis. My friend was a very holy woman, devout in faith and generous in
service. She also happened to be battling with a stage four lung cancer. Early that morning she and her
husband had attended a Mass presided by the Pope at a chapel located in the same building as his
residence. For the audience in St. Peter’s Square we were seated very close to the elevated platform on
which the Pope sat, and we were told that after the prepared speech, the Pope would come toward our
section and greet a few.

When the time came, the Pope indeed began to come down toward our section. From afar he recognized
my friend among a throng of people wanting to see him close, and he came directly toward us as if we
were the only people in the whole world. When he got near to us, he said to her, “I know you,” with all
the joy in his voice and delight on his face. He greeted me (in my priest's collar) cordially, but his
attention was fully upon her. It was as if he felt her holiness and kindred spirit in her, which worked like a
magnet between them.

Pope Francis had that remarkable and inspired ability to see God in people, especially in people who
were suffering or in the margins. He “knew” them, and elevated them in everything he did and every
decisions he made. In his effort to reform the governing body of the Church, he broke the tradition and
appointed lay men and women in positions of authority they earned.

We are in a period of pre-conclave assembly of cardinals. | read in the news today that during a closed-
door discussion a prominent cardinal “attacked Pope Francis...for bypassing the long-standing tradition of
the church” that gave the power of governance in the church only to its ordained members. | could
hardly believe my eyes. He was doing what Jesus commissioned us to do: making disciples of all people
and nations. We still have a long way to go in making the Church more inclusive and being pilgrims of
hope together!

Here at St. Agatha, we have been pilgrims of hope through a bilingual novena prayer for the Pope every

evening from the day he died. Every evening our parishioners filled the church with fervent prayers and

songs of praise. We were mourning, but at the same time profoundly grateful that we had a pastor who

said to us, “I know you! "The Conclave will begin on May 7. On the eve of the Conclave, Tuesday, May 6

at 7:00 p.m. we will gather in the church for the Rosary and the Eucharistic Adoration. The Holy Spirit will

choose another good shepherd with the heart of Jesus Christ. We will pray for the cardinals, for the laity
