FACTS ABOUT PHYSICAL GROOMING

The term “grooming” refers to the way in which a predator tries to mold and set up his victims and their families, in
order to gain access to a child and cause harm, all while appearing innocent. The first of the three types of grooming
is physical, and it involves touch. A predator starts with innocent touches — back pats, appropriate hugs — and then
moves on to tickling, wrestling, hugging, conditioning the child to increasing levels of physical contact. Over time, the
predator conditions the child to accept all forms of touch, progressing to sexual contact. For more information about
physical grooming, read the VIRTUS" article “The Grooming Process” at lacatholics.org/did-you-know.

SOBRE LOS COMPORTAMIENTOS DE ENGANO FiSICO

Los comportamientos de engaio (conocido en inglés como, grooming) se refiere a la forma en que un depredador
intenta moldear y manipular a sus victimas y a sus familias, con el fin de obtener acceso a un nifio y causarle dafio, todo
ello mientras aparenta ser inocente. El primero de los tres tipos de comportamientos de engafio implica el contacto
fisico. Un depredador comienza con toques inocentes como palmaditas en la espalda, abrazos apropiados y luego pasa
a las cosquillas, la lucha libre, los abrazos — acondicionando al nifio a niveles cada vez mayores de contacto fisico. Con el
tiempo, el depredador condiciona al nifio para que acepte todo tipo de contacto fisico, avanzando hasta llegar al
contacto sexual.

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May these words become our breath of faith, our quiet act of surrender, and our
step closer to God’s eternal light. DEEPER CONVERSATION WITH GOD
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0y Fﬂ SUNDAY REFLECTIONS
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This week, we are invited into a sacred space between heaven and earth —
two days that remind us of who we are, where we come from, and what we
are called to become. On All Saints Day, the Church celebrates all those
who have reached the fullness of life in God — both the famous saints we
know by name and the countless others who lived quietly, faithfully, and
lovingly in their own corners of the world. On All Souls Day, we
remember and pray for those who have gone before us, still on their
journey toward the fullness of God’s light.

The readings for these two days echo one another in a beautiful
conversation about hope, faith, and eternal life.

From the Book of Revelation, we hear of “a great multitude that no one
could count, from every nation, race, people, and tongue, standing before
the throne and before the Lamb.” (Revelation 7:9) It’s a vision of unity —
the human family gathered in worship, healed of division and sorrow.

Then, from the Gospel, Jesus reminds us through the Beatitudes that
holiness is not reserved for a few, but is a path open to all — to the
humble, the merciful, the peacemakers, the pure of heart. These are the
ones who reflect God’s light even in a world filled with darkness.

On All Souls Day, we hear the promise that “the souls of the just are in
the hand of God, and no torment shall touch them.” (Wisdom 3:1) This
passage comforts those who grieve. Death does not end love; it transforms
it. Our loved ones live now in the mercy of God, and we remain connected
to them through prayer, memory, and faith.

Together, these two days remind us of the Church’s great mystery — the
Communion of Saints — the unity of all God’s people: the saints in
heaven, the souls being purified, and we who are still on the journey. We
a?:l one body, united through Christ, called to carry forward their legacy
of love.

As we place photos of our loved ones on the altar or whisper their names
in prayer, we remember that sainthood is not a distant ideal — it’s a daily
invitation. To live the Beatitudes is to live as saints-in-progress, bringing
God’s peace and mercy into our families, our neighborhoods, and our
parish community.

And as we continue on this journey of faith — imperfect, yet striving
toward holiness — may we echo the humble prayer that has guided
countless saints before us:

En el Dia de Todos los Santos, la Iglesia celebra a
todos los que han alcanzado la plenitud de la vida en Dios: los santos que
conocemos por nombre y también aquellos incontables hombres y mujeres
que vivieron su fe en silencio, con amor y fidelidad en su vida cotidiana.

En el Dia de los Fieles Difuntos, elevamos nuestras oraciones por todos
aquellos que nos han precedido, que atin caminan hacia la luz completa de
Dios.

Las lecturas de estos dos dias se entrelazan en un hermoso dialogo sobre
la esperanza, la fe y la vida eterna.

En el libro del Apocalipsis escuchamos sobre “una muchedumbre inmensa,
que nadie podia contar, de todas las naciones, razas, pueblos y lenguas,
de pie delante del trono y del Cordero.” (Ap 7,9) Es una visién de unidad:
la familia humana reunida ante Dios, sanada de toda division y dolor.

En el Evangelio, Jesus nos ofrece las Bienaventuranzas, recorddndonos
que la santidad no es privilegio de unos pocos, sino un camino abierto a
todos — los humildes, los misericordiosos, los pacificadores, los limpios
de corazon. Ellos son los que reflejan la luz de Dios en medio de la
oscuridad del mundo.

El Dia de los Fieles Difuntos nos trae consuelo con las palabras: “Las
almas de los justos estan en las manos de Dios, y ningun tormento las
alcanzara.” (Sabiduria 3,1) La muerte no rompe el amor; lo transforma.
Nuestros seres queridos viven ahora en la misericordia de Dios, y
permanecemos unidos a ellos por medio de la oracion, el recuerdo y la fe.
Ambas celebraciones nos recuerdan el gran misterio de la Iglesia: la
Comunidén de los Santos — la union de todos los hijos de Dios, los que ya
gozan de la gloria, los que aun se purifican y nosotros, que seguimos
peregrinando en la tierra. Somos un solo cuerpo, unidos en Cristo,
llamados a continuar su obra de amor y servicio.

Al colocar las fotos de nuestros difuntos en el altar o al pronunciar sus
nombres en oracion, recordemos que la santidad no es un ideal lejano. Es
una invitaciéon diaria. Vivir las Bienaventuranzas es vivir como santos en
proceso, llevando la paz y la misericordia de Dios a nuestras familias,
vecindarios y comunidad parroquial.

Y mientras seguimos este camino de fe — imperfectos, pero deseando ser
santos — podemos hacer nuestra una sencilla pero profunda oracidn,
repetida por tantos santos a lo largo de los siglos: /

Black Catholie History Month

Each November, we celebrate Black Catholic History Month, a time to honor the rich
faith, heritage, and contributions of Black Catholics to the Church and society.
Established in 1990 by the National Black Catholic Clergy Caucus, this observance
invites reflection on the achievements, struggles, and enduring legacy of Black Catholics
whose stories have often gone untold.

November was chosen for its significant feast days:
+ Nov 1- All Saints’ Day, honoring all saints, including Black saints
+ Nov 2 - All Souls’ Day, remembering ancestors and loved ones
» Nov 3 - Feast of St. Martin de Porres, the first Black saint of the Americas
+ Nov 13 - Birthday of St. Augustine, first bishop of Africa

Throughout history, many have shaped the faith through their witness:
+ St. Martin de Porres - model of charity and healing
+ Venerable Pierre Toussaint - Haitian-born philanthropist and servant of the poor
+ Servant of God Sr. Thea Bowman - advocate for cultural inclusion
+ Venerable Henriette Delille - founder of the Sisters of the Holy Family

Parishes and communities commemorate the month through liturgies, education, art,
and service—celebrating faith, culture, and unity within the Church. It is a reminder that
diversity is a gift and that we are called to live in solidarity and justice as one body in
Christ.
