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Making Room for Christ

As we come to this Fourth Sunday of Advent, we find ourselves standing right at the edge of Christmas. Many of us
arrive here tired, distracted, or carrying the weight of the year behind us. Yet today’s Gospel gently reminds us that
God often meets us not when everything is settled, but when we are willing to say yes and take a step forward.

We hear of Mary, who, after receiving God’s message, goes in haste to be with Elizabeth. We recognize ourselves in
her—not because we have everything figured out, but because we are trying to respond faithfully in the middle of
our own uncertainties. Like Mary, we often move forward with questions still in our hearts, trusting that God is at
work even when we don’t fully understand how.

Elizabeth’s joyful welcome speaks to something we long for: to be seen, affirmed, and reminded that God has not
forgotten us. Her words help us remember that Christ’s presence brings joy even before we can name it or see it
clearly. In our own lives, we may not always feel ready or holy enough, but God still chooses to dwell among us.

As Christmas approaches, we are reminded that preparing for Christ means more than preparing our homes. It means
preparing our hearts. We do this when we choose patience over frustration, kindness over indifference, and presence
over distraction. We do this when we make room for others—especially those who may feel overlooked, lonely, or
burdened.

This Christmas, we pray not just to celebrate the birth of Christ, but to welcome Him into our daily lives. May we carry
Christ into our families, our parish, and our community through simple acts of love. Like Mary, may we trust. Like Eliz-
abeth, may we rejoice. And like all the faithful who have gone before us, may we continue to wait with hope, know-
ing that God is already near.

Haciendo Espacio para Cristo

Al llegar a este Cuarto Domingo de Adviento, nos encontramos al umbral de la Navidad. Muchos de nosotros
llegamos cansados, distraidos o cargando el peso de todo un afio. Sin embargo, el Evangelio de hoy nos recuerda con
suavidad que Dios suele salir a nuestro encuentro no cuando todo esta resuelto, sino cuando estamos dispuestos a
decir si y dar un paso adelante.

Escuchamos la historia de Maria, quien, después de recibir el mensaje de Dios, va presurosa a visitar a Isabel. Nos
reconocemos en ella, no porque tengamos todo claro, sino porque intentamos responder con fidelidad en medio de
nuestras propias dudas e incertidumbres. Como Maria, avanzamos muchas veces con preguntas en el corazoén, confi-
ando en que Dios ya estd obrando, aun cuando no comprendemos del todo el camino.

La acogida gozosa de Isabel expresa algo que todos anhelamos: ser vistos, afirmados y recordar que Dios no nos ha
olvidado. Sus palabras nos ayudan a reconocer que la presencia de Cristo trae alegria incluso antes de que podamos
nombrarla o comprenderla plenamente. En nuestra propia vida, quiza no siempre nos sentimos listos o dignos, pero
aun asi Dios elige habitar entre nosotros.

Al acercarse la Navidad, recordamos que prepararnos para Cristo es mucho mas que preparar nuestros hogares. Es
preparar el corazén. Lo hacemos cuando elegimos la paciencia en lugar de la frustracién, la bondad en lugar de la
indiferencia y la presencia en lugar de la distraccién. Lo hacemos cuando hacemos espacio para los demas, especial-
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mente para quienes se sienten solos, olvidados o cargados de preocupaciones.

En esta Navidad, pidamos no solo celebrar el nacimiento de Cristo, sino acogerlo verdaderamente en nuestra vida diaria. Que
sepamos llevar a Cristo a nuestras familias, a nuestra parroquia y a nuestra comunidad mediante gestos sencillos de amor. Como
Maria, que confiemos. Como Isabel, que nos alegremos. Y como los fieles que nos han precedido, que sepamos esperar con es-
peranza, sabiendo que Dios ya esta cerca.
