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A Sunday Reflection

WHEN THE MUSIC STOPPED

The celebration was moving along just fine—until suddenly it wasn’t. In the middle of the program, the sound
system cut out. No microphone. No music. A few awkward seconds stretched into an uncomfortable pause. Peo-
ple shifted in their seats. Someone checked their phone. A volunteer whispered frantically near the back of the
room.

It wasn’t supposed to happen this way.

At first, the organizers tried to fix it. Buttons were pushed. Cables checked. Nothing worked. The silence felt loud-
er than the music ever had. The moment—carefully planned and rehearsed—seemed to be slipping away.

Then, without announcement or coordination, someone began to hum. It was quiet and a little unsure. Another
voice joined in, then another. Soon the room filled with song—not polished, not amplified, but real. People sang
from memory. Some laughed at the simplicity of it. Others closed their eyes and listened. What could have been
a failure became something unexpectedly beautiful.

Later, someone remarked, “That was my favorite part.”

This Sunday’s Gospel tells a similar story. At a wedding feast in Cana, the celebration is at risk when the wine runs
out. It’s an ordinary problem, but an embarrassing one. The kind people hope will go unnoticed. Yet Jesus does
not scold or draw attention to the shortage. Instead, he works quietly, asking the servants to fill ordinary jars with
water. What follows is transformation—abundance where there was lack, joy restored where disappointment
threatened.

The other readings remind us that God’s Spirit works through many voices and many gifts. Not all are the same.
Not all are seen. Yet each one matters. When one part falters, another rises. When the music stops, God invites
us to listen more closely.

How often in our own lives do we panic when things don’t go as planned? When resources feel thin, energy runs
low, or joy fades? We reach for quick fixes, afraid of silence or imperfection. But this Sunday’s readings ask us to
trust instead. To believe that God is still present in the disruption, still working through the ordinary, still capable
of turning what feels like loss into grace.

Sometimes the most meaningful moments are not the ones we planned for—but the ones where we allow God
to lead, and where we discover that the song was within us all along.

CUANDO LA MUSICA SE DETUVO

La celebracién iba transcurriendo sin problemas... hasta que, de pronto, algo fallé. A mitad del programa, el sistema de
sonido dejé de funcionar. No habia micréfono. No habia musica. Un silencio incdmodo se apoderé del lugar. Algunos se
movian en sus asientos, otros miraban alrededor sin saber qué hacer. Un voluntario, desde el fondo, intentaba resolver
la situacidn en voz baja.

No se suponia que terminara asi.

Los organizadores hicieron lo posible por arreglarlo. Revisaron cables, presionaron botones, intentaron reiniciar el equi-
po. Nada funciond. El silencio parecia mas fuerte que la musica que habia sonado antes. Todo aquello que se habia
planeado con tanto cuidado parecia venirse abajo.

Entonces, sin previo aviso, alguien comenzé a tararear una melodia. Era suave, sencilla, un poco insegura. Poco a poco,
otra voz se unid, luego otra mas. En cuestion de segundos, el lugar se llené de canto. No era perfecto ni estaba amplifi-
cado, pero era sincero. Algunos cantaban de memoria, otros sonreian, otros simplemente escuchaban con el corazén
abierto. Lo que pudo haber sido un momento incdmodo se transformé en algo profundamente hermoso.

Mas tarde, alguien dijo:

“Ese fue el mejor momento de todos.”

El Evangelio de este domingo nos presenta una escena muy parecida. En una boda en Cang, la alegria corre peligro cuan-
do se acaba el vino. No es una tragedia, pero si una situaciéon incomoda. De esas que se prefieren ocultar. Sin embargo,
Jesus no sefiala la falta ni averglienza a nadie. Actua con discrecién y pide que llenen de agua unas tinajas comunes. Y
ahi ocurre el milagro: donde habia carencia, surge la abundancia; donde habia preocupacién, vuelve la alegria.

Las demas lecturas nos recuerdan que el Espiritu de Dios actla a través de muchos dones y muchas personas. No todos
somos iguales, ni todos hacemos lo mismo, pero todos somos necesarios. Cuando algo falla, otro don se manifiesta. Cu-
ando la musica se detiene, Dios nos invita a escuchar de otra manera.

Cudntas veces en nuestra vida nos desesperamos cuando las cosas no salen como las planeamos. Cuando la energia se
agota, cuando la ilusion se debilita, cuando sentimos que “ya no hay vino”. Queremos soluciones rapidas y nos inco-
moda el silencio. Pero las lecturas de este domingo nos invitan a confiar. A creer que Dios sigue presente incluso en la
interrupcién, que sigue obrando en lo sencillo y que puede transformar lo ordinario en gracia.

A veces, los momentos mas valiosos no son los que planeamos, sino aquellos en los que dejamos que Dios actue y des-
cubrimos que la cancién siempre estuvo en nuestro interior.
