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From Blessedness to Light:
A Faith That Carries Us Forward

This Sunday’s readings speak softly—but they speak
deeply.

In the Gospel, Jesus proclaims the Beatitudes, naming as
blessed those the world often overlooks: the poor in spirit,
the meek, the merciful, those who mourn, and those who
hunger for righteousness. These words are not rewards
for success or signs of comfort. They are a promise that
God is especially close to those who live with humility,
trust, and open hearts.

The first reading reminds us that God’s strength is often
revealed through simplicity. St. Paul echoes this truth,
reminding us that God does not rely on human wisdom or
power, but chooses what may seem small or weak to
reveal what truly matters. Together, today’s readings
invite us to rethink what it means to live well—not by
striving for recognition, but by allowing God to work
through our dependence on Him.

In other words, today’s Word teaches us how to live.
And then, tomorrow, the Church shows us what that life
looks like.

Tomorrow, we celebrate the Feast of the Presentation of
the Lord, also known as Candlemas. The scene shifts from
the hillside of the Beatitudes to the quiet space of the
Temple. Mary and Joseph bring Jesus forward, not for
attention, but out of faithfulness.

There, they encounter Simeon and Anna.

Simeon has waited his entire life for this moment. When
he takes the child into his arms, he recognizes what
others might miss:

“My eyes have seen your salvation... a light for
revelation.”

Anna, shaped by years of prayer and perseverance, does
not keep the moment to herself. She speaks about the
child to all who are waiting for hope.

If today’s Gospel reveals who is blessed, Candlemas
reminds us who is our Light—and how that Light often
enters quietly, through patience, trust, and faithful
waiting.

We warmly encourage you to join us for the Candlemas
Mass, even though it will be celebrated in Spanish. The
beauty of this feast goes beyond language. The symbols—
the light, the blessing, the prayer—speak to the heart.
Candles will be available for the blessing; you do not need
to bring one from home. As we receive the light of Christ,
we are reminded that this light is not meant to remain in

profundidad.

En el Evangelio, Jesus proclama las Bienaventuranzas y llama
dichosos a quienes muchas veces el mundo pasa por alto: los
pobres de espiritu, los mansos, los misericordiosos, los que
sufren y los que tienen hambre de justicia. Estas palabras no son
recompensas por el éxito ni sefiales de una vida facil. Son una
promesa de que Dios esta especialmente cerca de quienes viven
con humildad, confianza y un corazén abierto.

La primera lectura nos recuerda que la fuerza de Dios se
manifiesta muchas veces en la sencillez. San Pablo reafirma esta
verdad al decirnos que Dios no se apoya en la sabiduria humana
ni en el poder, sino que elige lo que parece pequefio para revelar
lo que realmente importa. En conjunto, las lecturas de hoy nos
invitan a repensar qué significa vivir bien: no buscando
reconocimiento, sino permitiendo que Dios actue a través de
nuestra confianza en El.

En otras palabras, la Palabra de hoy nos ensefia como vivir.

Y luego, mafana, la Iglesia nos muestra como se ve esa vida.
Manfana celebramos la Fiesta de la Presentacién del Sefior,
conocida también como la Candelaria. La escena cambia del
monte de las Bienaventuranzas al silencio del Templo. Maria y
José presentan a Jesus, no para llamar la atencién, sino por
fidelidad.

Alli se encuentran con Simedn y Ana.

Simedn ha esperado toda su vida este momento. Al tomar al
Nifio en sus brazos, reconoce lo que otros podrian no notar:

“Mis ojos han visto tu salvacion... luz para alumbrar a las
naciones.”

Ana, una mujer formada por la oracién y la perseverancia, no
guarda este encuentro para si. Ella habla del Nifio a todos los
que esperaban la redencién.

Si el Evangelio de hoy nos revela quiénes son los
bienaventurados, la Candelaria nos recuerda quién es nuestra
Luz, y como esa Luz llega muchas veces de manera silenciosa, a
través de la paciencia, la confianza y la fe vivida dia a dia.

Invitamos cordialmente a toda la comunidad a participar en la
Misa de la Candelaria, aunque se celebre en espafiol.
