 Meditation
In Giving We Receive
The third way to celebrate Lent is through almsgiving. This idea gives an opportunity to retell a familiar story. 
	Once upon a time, a beggar asked alms at the mansion of the lord. The servants tried to send him away saying that they had nothing to give. The beggar then asked if he could boil some water to make soup for the stone he carried. Thinking this was an unusual request, the servants provided a saucepan, water, and a spoon. The beggar sampled his soup and declared it could use a little salt and pepper. The servants were really into it now, so they shared some of theirs. The beggar stirred it with a flourish and when he tasted it, he thought it might need a little meat and some vegetables. These were supplied. Again, upon tasting the mixture, he accepted a bit of sauce. Then they all tasted it, declared it delicious and shared together their meal of stone soup. Let us not be tricked into sharing what we have but offer it willingly. The gesture will come back to us a hundredfold.
