Triennial National Collection for the Military 
Collection Date: November 8-9, 2025

Our parish will take up the Collection for the Archdiocese for the Military Services,
USA (AMS), next weekend, a collection approved by the U.S. Conference of Catholic
Bishops to be taken every three years. The AMS provides pastoral care to Catholic
men and women serving in the U.S. Armed Forces, enrolled at a U.S. Military
Academy, being treated as a patient at any of the 153 U.S. Department of Veterans
Affairs Medical Centers, or who work for the federal government beyond U.S. borders
- including those from our own parish and diocese. The AMS does not receive any
funding from the government or military, and has no parishes from which to receive a
weekly assessment.

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This weekend we celebrate the Holy Days of All Saints and All Souls Day. It
is a time to remember those who are in heaven numbered among the
communion of Saints and those who have died and are in need of our
continued prayers. 
“We believe in the Communion of Saints. We proclaim this when we pray
the Creed each Sunday at Mass. The Communion of Saints refers to the
family of God.
We are all called to be saints. We are all called to live the death and
resurrection of Jesus Christ daily in our lives. We are also called to recognize
the holiness in others. In this sense the Communion of Saints refers to
members of the Church because we have been baptized into Christ. The
term also refers to those who have died. Our belief in the Communion of
Saints proclaims our belief that death does not separate us from those who
have died.
At every Mass, in every Eucharistic prayer, we remember all our brothers and
sisters who have gone to their rest and ask to share eternal life with Mary
and all the saints throughout the ages.” (from www.teachingcatholickids.com)
“On November 2 , every year, Catholics observe The Commemoration of All
the Faithful Departed, also known as All Souls Day. We are encouraged to
pray for the dead and to remember our loved ones who have gone before
us. Our prayers for these souls assist in expediting the “process of
purification.” The Church recognizes that few people achieve perfection in
this life (after all, we are human!), and therefore, go to the grave with
remaining traces of sinfulness; a period of purification is necessary to prepare
the soul to join God. The Catechism of the Catholic Church explains, “All
who die in God’s grace and friendship, but still imperfectly purified, are
indeed assured of their eternal salvation; but after death they undergo
purification, so as to achieve the holiness necessary to enter the joy of

John 6:37-40
I lost my wallet this year. It was such an annoyance to replace everything in it.
A friend, moved by sympathy, gave me a beautiful new one. One month later I
lost that one, too, with all my newly replaced cards. No matter what I did, I
couldn’t find what I had lost. I resigned myself to never seeing either of my
wallets again.
Fortunately, the Lord Jesus is not like me in this regard. In today’s Gospel (John
6:37–40), he says, “This is the will of the one who sent me, that I should not
lose anything of what he gave me.” Jesus, unlike me, is ever vigilant with what
the Father has given him. He searches for every lost soul — as the shepherd
leaves the ninety-nine to pursue the one lost sheep, or the woman rejoices
upon recovering a lost coin — and even descends to the depths of loss on the
cross and into the realm of the dead to recover that which seems forever lost. 
On All Souls’ Day, as we remember our faithful departed, these words kindle a
hope beyond hope in our hearts. Even the dead are not lost to Jesus, though
they may seem so to us. Nothing entrusted to him by the Father is ever truly
lost. So, we may hope that every soul, no matter how wandering or forgotten
in life, is secure in his loving care and destined to be raised on the last day. Of
what the Father gives him, he loses nothing.

Lorem ipsum dolor sit amet, consectetur adi“Dijo Jesús a sus discípulos: “Que no
tiemble vuestro corazón; creed en Dios y creed también en mí. En la casa de mi
Padre hay muchas estancias; si no fuera así, ¿os habría dicho que voy a
prepararos sitio? Cuando vaya y os prepare sitio, volveré y os llevaré conmigo,
para que donde estoy yo estéis también vosotros. Y adonde yo voy, ya sabéis el
camino”.” (Jn 14, 1-5)
        La fiesta de los fieles difuntos nos debe servir, ante todo, para renovar nuestra fe en la
resurrección. No se trata de creer en algo que es consolador y que nos da un enorme alivio
porque nos convenga creer en ello, sino porque tenemos la certeza de que es verdad debido
a que Cristo resucitó de entre los muertos. La resurrección de Cristo, como hecho histórico y
comprobado, es el fundamento en el que basamos nuestra fe en la resurrección, en la vida
eterna. Si esta fe nos produce alivio y consuelo, si nos llena de esperanza, mejor para
nosotros. Pero no creemos en la resurrección por sus frutos consoladores, sino porque Cristo
realmente murió y realmente resucitó.
        En segundo lugar, en este día debemos orar por nuestros seres queridos ya fallecidos.
Es un deber de gratitud hacia ellos. Dejar de hacerlo es dejar de cumplir el cuarto
mandamiento, pues lo que ellos necesitan ahora no son ni nuestros alimentos ni nuestras
medicinas, sino nuestras oraciones.
        Por último, debemos aprovechar este día para recordar el ejemplo que nos dejaron los
que ya han muerto. Esa es la verdadera “herencia”. Su comportamiento, tantas veces ejemplar,
no debe ser olvidado, sino que tiene que ayudarnos a vivir de manera que ellos, desde el
cielo, se sientan orgullosos de nosotros.
Propósito: Renovar la fe en la resurrección, rezar por los difuntos y recordar qué es lo que
habría que destacar de ellos para intentar imitarlos.
