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FROM THE DESK OF FR. MARK

Today on the 32nd Sunday in Ordinary Time we celebrate the Solemnity of the
Dedication of the Lateran Basilica in Rome. Below is a brief history of why this
specific church being so important to our faith and the tradition of the four pillars
of our faith as a One, Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church.

“To dedicate or consecrate” a place to God is a ritual that is found in every
religion. To “reserve” a place to God is an act of recognizing His glory and honor.
When the Emperor Constantine granted full liberty to Christians in 313, they did
not spare to construct places for the Lord - numerous are the churches
constructed at that time. Constantine himself also constructed churches, one of

which he was a magnificent basilica on the Caelian Hill in Rome, over the ancient
STEWARDSHIP Lateran Palace, which Pope Sylvester | dedicated to Christ the Savior (318 or 324).

LITURGY CORNER
by Deborah Ferry

This is the oldest, and ranks first among the four great "patriarchal" basilicas of
Rome. The site was, in ancient times, occupied by the palace of the family of the
Laterani. A member of this family, P. Sextius Lateranus, was the first plebian to attain
the rank of consul. In the time of Nero, another member of the family, Plautius
Lateranus, at the time consul designatus was accused of conspiracy against the
emperor, and his goods were confiscated. Juvenal mentions the palace, and speaks of
it as being of some magnificence, "regie @des Lateranorum". Some few remains of the
original buildings may still be traced in the city walls outside the Gate of St. John, and
a large hall decorated with paintings was uncovered in the eighteenth century within
the basilica itself, behind the Lancellotti Chapel. A few traces of older buildings also
came to light during the excavations made in 1880, when the work of extending the
apse was in progress, but nothing was then discovered of real value or importance.
The palace came eventually into the hands of Constantine, the first Christian emperor,
through his wife Fausta, and it is from her that it derived the name by which it was
then sometimes called, "Domus Fauste". Constantine must have given it to the
Church in the time of Miltiades, not later than about 311, for we find a council against
the Donatists meeting within its walls as early as 313. From that time onwards it was
always the centre of Christian life within the city; the residence of the popes and the
cathedral of Rome. The latter distinction it still holds, though it has long lost the
former. Hence the proud title which may be read upon its walls, that it is "Sacros
Lateran Eccles Omnium urbis et orbis ecclesiarum mater, et caput". “Holy Lateran
Church, mother and head of all the churches of the city and the world.”

Esta labor, por supuesto, no sustituye a la que
cada obispo tiene que hacer en su diécesis, sino que la complementa y la
afianza, garantizando su unidad y su catolicidad y evitando que las
Iglesias locales o diocesanas se conviertan en Iglesias independientes,
con su dogma, su liturgia y su moral propias.

Renovemos, pues, nuestra fe en el primado papal, con todas sus
consecuencias. Es decir, aceptemos sus ensefianzas sin discutirlas y
defenddmoslas ante aquellos que las ignoran e incluso las rechazan. Pero
para aceptarlas y defenderlas primero hay que conocerlas. Una buena
forma de mostrar nuestro apoyo al Papa es, pues, estar informados de
manera habitual de lo que él ensefa. Asi nuestro apoyo, que nace del
amor que estd en el corazén, serd mas eficaz y mas util.

Propésito: Rezar por el Papa. Informarse de lo que ensefa el Papa en las
distintas cuestiones de actualidad y defenderlo, tanto ante los de fuera de
la Iglesia como ante los de dentro.

Hoy, 322 Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario, celebramos la solemnidad de la dedicacion de la basilica de Letran en Roma.
A continuacion, se muestra una breve historia de por qué esta iglesia especifica es tan importante para nuestra fe y la
tradicion de los cuatro pilares de nuestra fe como una Iglesia Una, Santa, Catdlica y Apostolica.

"Dedicar o consagrar" un lugar a Dios es un ritual que se encuentra en todas las religiones. "Reservar" un lugar a Dios
es un acto de reconocimiento de Su gloria y honor.

Cuando el emperador Constantino concedid plena libertad a los cristianos en el afio 313, no escatimaron en construir
lugares para el Sefior: numerosas son las iglesias construidas en ese momento. El propio Constantino también construy6
iglesias, una de las cuales fue una magnifica basilica en la colina del Celio en Roma, sobre el antiguo Palacio de Letréan,
que el Papa Silvestre | dedico a Cristo Salvador (318 o 324). En su interior se construy6 una capilla dedicada a San
Juan Bautista que sirvib de baptisterio. Esto movi6 al Papa Sergio lll a dedicarlo también a San Juan Bautista. Por Gltimo,
el Papa Lucio Il también lo dedicd a San Juan Evangelista en el siglo XII. Asi, el nombre de esta Basilica Papal es la
Basilica del Santisimo Salvador y de los Santos Juan Bautista y Juan Evangelista en Letran. Los cristianos consideran que
la Basilica es la iglesia madre de todas las iglesias del mundo.

La iglesia fue destruida varias veces a lo largo de los siglos y siempre reconstruida. La reconstruccion final tuvo lugar
bajo el pontificado de Benedicto Xlll. La iglesia fue rededicada en 1724. Fue en ese momento que la fiesta celebrada
hoy se establecio y se extendio a la Iglesia universal. (www.VaticanNews.va)
