LITURGY CORNER

Feast of Christ the King

Christ the King Sunday celebrates the all-embracing authority of Christ as
King and Lord of the cosmos. It is officially called the Feast of Our Lord
Jesus Christ the King.

Pope Pius Xl instituted The Feast of Christ the King in 1925 in his encyclical,
Quas Primas. Pope Pius connected the denial of Christ as king to the rise of
secularism. At the time of Quas Primas, secularism was on the rise, and
many Christians doubted Christ's authority, as well as the Church's, and
even doubted Christ's existence. Pius Xl, and the rest of the Christian
world, witnessed the rise of dictatorships in Europe, and saw Catholics
being taken in by these earthly leaders.

Pius hoped the institution of the feast would have various effects. One of
them was:

That the faithful would gain strength and courage from the celebration of
the feast, as we are reminded that Christ must reign in our hearts, minds,
wills, and bodies (Quas Primas, 33).

Christ's kingship is one of humility and service. Jesus said:

“You know that those who are recognized as rulers over the Gentiles lord it
over them, and their great ones make their authority over them felt. But it
shall not be so among you. Rather, whoever wishes to become great
among you will be your servant; whoever wishes to be first among you will
be the slave of all. For the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to
serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many." (Mark 10:42-45, NAB).
Christ the King Sunday formerly was celebrated on the last Sunday of
October, but since the calendar reforms of 1969, the feast falls on the last
Sunday of Ordinary Time, which is the Sunday before Advent. It is fitting
that the feast celebrating Christ's kingship is observed right before Advent,
when we liturgically wait for the promised Messiah (King).

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PALABRA QUE DA LA VIDA

‘Las autoridades y el pueblo hacian muecas a Jesus,
diciendo: ‘A otros ha salvado; que se salve a si mismo si él
es el mesias de Dios, el elegido'. Se burlaban de él
tambien los soldados, ofreciéndole vinagre y diciendo: ‘Si
eres tu el rey de los judios, salvate a ti mismo'» (Lc 23, 35-
38)

La Iglesia termina siempre el ano liturgico con una
fiesta especial: la solemnidad de Cristo Rey. Con ella
quiere proclamar su conviccion de que Jesus de Nazaret
es el Hijo de Dios, auténtico Senor del Universo. Pero esta
fe en la divinidad y el poder de Cristo no le lleva a ocultar
la debilidad del Senor y por eso selecciona como texto
para la lectura del Evangelio dominical aquel en el que se
muestra a Cristo en su mayor fragilidad, en su mayor
postracion: el de la Cruz.

En la solemnidad de Cristo Rey de este ano, la
‘palabra de vida" nos invita a recordar que el Senor al que
amamos y adoramos esta coronado de espinas y no de
oro o diamantes. Y eso nos lleva a desear solidarizarnos
con él. No puede ser de otra manera si de verdad le
queremos. ¢Podria una madre vivir en la abundancia
mientras sus hijos mueren de hambre? ;Le es posible a
un amigo derrochar mientras su companero pasa
penalidades?

Pues bien, si esas preguntas solo tienen el “no” como
respuesta, lo mismo debemos contestar nosotros a la
pregunta que tenemos que hacernos sobre nuestra
solidaridad con el Rey coronado de espinas. No podemos
tener la conciencia tranquila mientras €l esté asi, hoy
como entonces, sufriendo hambre, sed, soledad e
injusticia. Debemos apresurarnos para ir a liberarle de su
corona de dolor y para hacerlo tenemos que quitarsela
de la frente a los que la llevan: todos los que sufren.
Naturalmente que nos pincharemos con las espinas al
hacerlo, pero ese sera el precio que pagaremos gustosos
por aliviar el dolor de aquel que es el primero en nuestra
vida, nuestro Rey, Cristo.

Proposito: Adorar a Cristo y ponerle en el primer lugar de
la vida con obras concretas de amor al projimo
necesitado, pues ayudando a éeste ayudamos a nuestro
Senor crucificado.
