December 7, 2025 « Second Sunday of Advent
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Blessed be God on this 2nd Sunday in Advent!This week is full where we
focus on the Blessed Virgin Mary. On Monday we celebrate the Solemnity
of the Immaculate Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary. On Wednesday
we celebrate Our Lady of Loretto. Then this coming Friday we celebrate the
Feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe. (we can also celebrate on Tuesday the
memorial of San Juan Diego)

We celebrate a lot with our Blessed Mother this week. This is a very good
thing as we prepare for the birth of Jesus. The apparition of Our Lady of
Guadalupe indicated she was pregnant. Mary, now nine months pregnant, is
with Joseph preparing to begin their journey to Bethlehem in the coming
days. The child Jesus, is moving, kicking and pushing against the womb of
our Blessed Mother as she waits uncomfortably in hope for the day of birth.
In our Advent reflection booklet this week, the author reminds us, from
Matthew 11:30, of the yoke we are called to carry as a Christian. The yoke
Mary carries is the motherhood of God’s only begotten Son. A yoke that
would be impossible to carry without our faith in the promise of God the
Father. Our Blessed Mother Mary is reminding us through her sacred fiat of
how difficulties in life are made easier when we walk with her son Jesus
Christ. The questions then become: What yoke am | trying to carry alone?
How can | seek help in caring this yoke?

One of the ways we lift the weight of the yoke from our shoulders is in the

Sacrament of Reconciliation. This Wednesday, December

mercy at the communal Reconciliation Service. There will be several priests,
along with Fr. Ryan and Fr. Mark, to hear your confession.This is a wonderful
time to gather and receive the healing mystery of God surrounded by the
prayers of our community.We will continue offer the Sacrament at the
normal times during the week and weekend. Come and be healed.

Lastly, Our Lady of Guadalupe is a wonderful blessing to our Catholic faith.
We begin with the presentation of the Apparitions of Our Lady on the
evening of December 9th and then early in the moring, on Friday
December 12th, the Mass in honor of Our Lady of Guadalupe followed by
breakfast and hot chocolate.

Palabra que da La Vida

“Una voz grita en el desierto: Preparad el camino del Sefior, allanad sus senderos.”
(Mt 3, 3)

Dicen que los amigos son para las ocasiones. Y es verdad. Es en los momentos dificiles
cuando se nota la autenticidad de la amistad. La predicacién del Bautista, anunciando la
llegada de Jesus, del Mesias Salvador, tenia tanto mas mérito y valor cuanto mas dificil
era. Confesar abiertamente la fe en Cristo y la fidelidad al papa, es mucho mas meritorio
y necesario hoy que en los afios 50, cuando lo extrafio y mal visto era lo contrario. Pero
es ahora cuando mas falta hace, cuando el Sefior mas lo necesita. Lo mismo se puede
decir, por ejemplo, de la vocacion a la consagracion y al sacerdocio; antes, cuando no
habia muchas alternativas para los jovenes, los seminarios y noviciados estaban llenos;
ahora, estan casi vacios. Y, sin embargo, es ahora cuando mas necesita Cristo a
muchachos y muchachas que quieran dedicarse a tiempo pleno a la evangelizacion y al
servicio de los que sufren.

Cada uno de nosotros, cada dia y con frecuencia varias veces al dia, se siente rodeado
de desierto e incluso con el desierto en el alma. A tu alrededor abundan las criticas a la
Iglesia y a la moral catdlica.
