Happy and joyous Gaudete Sunday on the 3rd Sunday in Advent! We take a
small break from Purple and venture into Rose colored Vestments. This is one
of two Sundays, the other is in Lent, in which the priest and deacon are
permitted to wear Rose Vestments. It is also just 11 days until the birth of
Jesus on Christmas night. God is so very good!

In our Advent reflection booklet, we are reminded of two very important
things from the reading from St. James this Sunday: be patient and be firm in
our resolve. The problem is we are not patient people.

Our society has geared our hearts for the immediate, toward unrelenting
urgency and for quick access to anything we need. We order something
online and we are frustrated that it will take two days to arive at our
doorsteps. We open our computers and get impatient at the 45 seconds it
takes to open up the screen.We begin to feel anxious if our driving time
becomes longer on our “maps” application in our car.

Today, we are reminded once more how Our Blessed Mother has been
waiting for the last 9 months, the people of Israel have been waiting centuries
and we as disciples of Jesus wait in patience for His retumn in glory. the
perseverance in waiting informs our patience because without the promise in
faith, and obedience to God's will, our faith becomes an unbearable burden
against the worries of the world. This is why we are invited not to wait alone
but to join together in sharing the wait and open our eyes to how what we
do today we act in joyful patience of God's love for each of us.

As we move forward these next few weeks, | would ask you to prayerfully
consider your stewardship offering for Christmas or the end of the year.Your
support is vital for us to continue to offer you the services we provide
throughout the year.

LITURGY CORNER
by Deborah Ferry

Today is traditionally called “Gaudete Sunday”(the Latin “gaudete” means “rejoice”).

The House Church — An interesting phenomenon takes place in homes at Christmas. There is no other time of the year when it is
so natural to have a “religious presence” in our house.

« The Christmas tree itself is a religious symbol. Its origins are rooted ithe the “tree of life” in the Garden of Eden.Often we place

the star of the Magi, or an angel at the top.

. At Christmas we have a manager scene with the child Jesus, Mary and Joseph, the shepherds, the Magi, and angels.

« Candles — closely associated with religious ritual — are a popular Christmas decoration in the home.

« We listen to religious music in our homes — Christmas carols with religious themes.

« A prayer is usually said before the Christmas meal, even in homes where this is seldom done during the year.

This might set us thinking about the value of year-round religious symbols in the home — the “house church.” Since Vatican II,
we’ve renovated our churches to enhance the religious symbols there. Perhaps we need to focus on the renovation of our house
church.

We have a tradition of religious symbols in the home — the cross, a family Bible, art works, palm branches. But it’s faded a bit. The
Christmas season is a good time to take a second look at having year-round religious symbols in our house church.

“Id a anunciar a Juan lo que estdis viendo y oyendo: los ciegos ven y los
invalidos andan; los leprosos quedan limpios y los sordos oyen; los
muertos resucitan y a los pobres se les anuncia la buena noticia. jY
dichoso el que no se siente defraudado por mi!” (Mt 11, 2-6)

¢Quiénes son los pobres? Son, en primer lugar, aquellos que padecen
necesidad fisica, material; son las muchedumbres de campesinos de
Iberoameérica, Africa o Asia; los habitantes de los barrios periféricos en las
grandes ciudades; los emigrantes; los despreciados por causa de su raza,
por su religibn o por alguna deficiencia que les hace incapaces de
competir en una sociedad como la nuestra. Estos son los primeros pobres,
y olvidarlo es una ofensa para ellos.

Pero también es un error olvidar que son pobres los que viven solos,
los que padecen las consecuencias de una ruptura matrimonial, los que
estdn enfermos vy, en definitiva, todos aquellos que por un motivo u otro
sufren. Unos y otros llevan en su cuerpo o en su espiritu la marca del
Crucificado, que en la cruz no sélo padecid por los clavos y las espinas,
sino también por el abandono de los amigos.

¢Qué significa, entonces, anunciar la buena noticia a los pobres?
Significa ayudarles a solucionar sus problemas, con todas nuestras
fuerzas. Pero, a la vez, ofrecerles la experiencia personal del encuentro con
Dios, que es quien verdaderamente les puede ayudar y el Unico que a ellos
como todos los demads les va a dar la felicidad.

Ademads, hay otra cosa en esta “palabra de vida”: la exclamacién de
Cristo llamando dichoso al que no se sienta defraudado por El. Es decir, al
gue no crea que El no hace nada porque rechaza la violencia como medio
para solucionar los problemas, o porque no hace milagros para que éstos
desaparezcan.

Propésito: Ayudar a todo aquel que sufre, con la limosna o con la
compafiia, en la medida de nuestras fuerzas. Pero también hablarles de
Dios. Y no dudar de Cristo ni de la eficacia de su mensaije.
