From the desk of Fr. Mark

Joyous greetings of the Angels as we sing with them the glory and
blessing of God on this Epiphany Sunday. Our daily reflections for
Advent and Christmas will be coming to an end this coming week
with the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord.

Today on the Epiphany is the celebration of the Magi/Wise
Men/Kings from the East coming to give recognition and honor to
the new born King of the Jews. It is a mysterious event in many
different ways and brings about a lot of questions.

First, we do not know home many there were. We do hear the three
gifts were brought but whether or not it was three or if it was more
or less is something we don’t know. We don’t know what title they
carried when they came to Bethlehem, kings, wise men or magi? It
is a question buried in history and translation. We don’t know
exactly when the came. Very shortly after the birth, one month, one
year? The time is not known. We also don’t know what they did
after the encounter with King of the Jews. Did they go directly
home? Did their lives change in this encounter? We will never know
that.

What we do know from the Gospels is that in a mysterious way,
God called them and they responded. In a mysterious way, they
travelled and searched not knowing for who, not knowing where or
when but trusting in the message of hope they followed. And finally,
in the encounter with the child, they understood that the world was
changed, not seeking firm understanding but by being overwhelmed
the mysterious gift of God’s grace...they chose another way.

At Christmas we offered to the parish Matthew Kelly’s Slowing
Down to the Speed of Joy. We will begin a book club study of this
book in the coming weeks. Please do not rush through...but slow
down to the speed of joy in reflecting on the message shared and
given.

The Parish School Open House is on January 25th (Sunday).Please
look for fliers and information in the bulletin and join with us in
helping to invite children who deserve a Catholic Education. You can
also come and view the work of our students with their Science Fair
projects.

We thank you for your generosity in supporting our parish with your
time, talent and treasure. As we move forward with our pastoral
plan of the diocese, please continue to keep the Diocese of San
Jose in your prayers.

Epiphany of the Lord by Deborah Ferry
(taken from The Little Blue book of Reflections on Advent)

In commemoration of the visit of the Magi to the home of the Holy Family, there arose the customs of blessing

homes during the week of Epiphany.

The blessing includes marking the first initials of the legendary names of the Magi (Caspar, Melchior and Balthasar)
at the top of the main door frame along with the year, plus crosses in between the numbers and letter.This year it

would look like th is:
20+ C+M+B+26
The home of a Christian is a holy place - a place with Christian symbols, and a place where prayers are said.

The Church encourages the practice of lay people praying blessings - blessing food, children, their home. The
bishops of the United States have published a book of “Catholic Household Blessings,” noting that if the Sunday
assembly is to be a praying community, prayer has to happen in the “little churches” - households and families.

On this feast of the Epiphany, whether you live alone or with a family, pray a blessing on the place you call home.

Here’s an example:

Be my shelter, Lord, when | am at home, my companion when I am away, and my welcome guest when I return. And
at least receive me into the dwelling place you have prepared for me in your Father’s house, where you live forever
and ever. Amen.

In France, a popular Christmas tradition is to mark the days of the three king’s journey to the Christ Child, with a
table of 13 desserts.

The number “13” represents the days it took the Magi to follow the Star to the newborn Jesus. The practice begins on
Christmas Eve and continues until the traditional feast day of the Epiphany. The desserts follow a “big supper” that is

held on Christmas Eve before midnight Mass.

El hombre de hoy es muy fragil, porque equivocadamente, ha unido la palabra
felicidad con el sentimiento y no con la verdad.

Tenemos que ser capaces de ser testigos de la felicidad basada en la verdad.

Unas veces
daré perdon, otras tiempo o dinero, otras tantas daré el cumplimiento de mi
obligacién profesional, o quiza daré el estar al lado de una persona que se
encuentra mal, o daré simplemente la humildad de pedir disculpas porque
me he equivocado.
