Build Up The Church 
 

“Peter was thus detained in prison, while the church prayed fervently to God on his behalf.” —Acts 12:5 
 

Because Jesus is God and is Head of the Church, the Church is invincible. For example, St. Peter, the leader of the 
leaders of the early Church, was miraculously freed from “death row” shortly before King Herod had planned to 
execute him. St. Paul, the great missionary of the early Church, testified: “I was saved from the lion’s jaws. The 
Lord will continue to rescue me from all attempts to do me harm and will bring me safe to His heavenly king-
dom” (2 Tm 4:17-18). We, likewise, as members of the Church, “are more than conquerors because of Him Who 
has loved us” (Rm 8:37). The gates of hell cannot prevail against the Church (Mt 16:18). 
 

Nonetheless, the Lord allows His Church to be persecuted. He even lets the members of His Church be martyred. 
Contrary to appearances, this does not mean that His Church is defeated and not invincible. Rather, it means that 
the Church is following in the footsteps of her crucified Head (Col 1:18). “You can depend on this: If we have died 
with Him we shall also live with Him; if we hold out to the end we shall also reign with Him” (2 Tm 2:11-12). 
 

Therefore, rejoice that the Lord has chosen you to be a member of His Body, the invincible, persecuted Church. 
Love the Church (Eph 5:25). Joyfully and humbly submit to the authority of the Church (see Heb 13:17). Invite as 
many people as possible to give themselves to Jesus and enter His Church. Take your part in the Church and there-
by build the Church. 

 
Construir La Iglesia 

 

“Mientras Pedro estaba bajo custodia en la prisión, la Iglesia no cesaba de orar a Dios por él” (Hechos 12:5). 
 

Porque Jesús es Dios y es Cabeza de la Iglesia, la Iglesia es invencible. Por ejemplo, san Pedro, el líder de los 
líderes de la Iglesia primitiva, fue liberado milagrosamente del “corredor de la muerte” poco antes de que el rey 
Herodes planeara ejecutarlo. San Pablo, el gran misionero de la Iglesia primitiva, testificó: “Así fui librado de la 
boca del león. El Señor me librará de todo mal y me preservará hasta que entre en su Reino celestial” (2 Tim 4:17-
18). Nosotros, igualmente, como miembros de la Iglesia, “en todo esto obtenemos una amplia victoria, gracias a 
Aquel que nos amó” (Rom 8:37). Las puertas del infierno no pueden prevalecer contra la Iglesia (Mt 16:18). 
 

Sin embargo, el Señor permite que Su Iglesia sea perseguida. Incluso permite que los miembros de Su Iglesia sean 
martirizados. Contrariamente a las apariencias, esto no significa que Su Iglesia esté derrotada y no sea invencible. 
Más bien, significa que la Iglesia está siguiendo los pasos de su Cabeza crucificada (Col 1:18). “.. esta doctrina es 
digna de fe: Si hemos muerto con Él, viviremos con Él. Si somos constantes, reinaremos con Él. Si renegamos de 
él, él también renegará de nosotros” (2 Tim 2:11-12). 
 

Por tanto, alegraos de que el Señor os haya elegido para ser miembros de Su Cuerpo, la Iglesia invencible y perse-
guida. Ama a la Iglesia (Ef 5:25). Sométete con alegría y humildad a la autoridad de la Iglesia (ver Heb 13:17). In-
vita a la mayor cantidad de personas posible a entregarse a Jesús y entrar a Su Iglesia. Participa en la Iglesia y con 
ello edificas la Iglesia.
