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God Came Down 
 

“I must go down and see...” —Genesis 18:21 
 

God said that He would come down from heaven to earth to find out if there was sin on the earth. He came down to 
Sodom and Gomorrah and He did find sin — lots of it. These two sinful cities were destroyed (Gn 19:24ff). God 
heard the “outcry against” sin (Gn 18:20), and He answered with justice. 
 

Then God came down again in response to many outcries. This time He came down in mercy as a helpless Infant. 
He came down from heaven to earth, and He didn’t even crush a bruised reed (Mt 12:20). The Son of God came 
not as a ruler who turns sinful nations into fiery ruins, but as a meek Infant. 
 
Jesus taught us to seek God as a loving Father when we cry out. In the New Covenant, Jesus teaches us to pray, 
seek, ask, and knock for conversions and mercy. Jesus taught us that mercy is what God desires (Mt 9:13), and His 
“mercy triumphs over judgment” (Jas 2:13). God our Father knows what we need more than the most loving earth-
ly father (Mt 6:32). 
 

If the teaching of Jesus to trust our heavenly Father doesn’t impel us to depend totally upon God, then perhaps His 
example will be the impetus we need. Jesus came to this earth as a helpless infant, totally dependent upon His 
earthly parents, the Blessed Virgin Mary and St. Joseph. May we likewise be like little children, totally dependent 
upon our loving Father. Jesus assures us: “Unless you change and become like little children, you will not enter the 
kingdom of God” (Mt 18:3). 

Dios Bajó 
 

“Debo bajar a ver” (Génesis 18:21). 
 

Dios dijo que bajaría del cielo a la tierra para descubrir si había pecado en la tierra. Bajó a Sodoma y Gomorra y 
encontró pecado, y mucho. Estas dos ciudades pecadoras fueron destruidas (Gn 19:24ss). Dios escuchó el “clamor 
contra” el pecado (Gn 18:20) y respondió con justicia. 
 

Luego Dios descendió de nuevo en respuesta a muchos clamores. Esta vez descendió en misericordia como un niño 
indefenso. Bajó del cielo a la tierra y ni siquiera quebró una caña doblada (Mt 12:20). El Hijo de Dios no vino co-
mo un gobernante que convierte a las naciones pecadoras en ruinas de fuego, sino como un Niño manso. 
 

Jesús nos enseñó a buscar a Dios como un Padre amoroso cuando clamamos. En la Nueva Alianza, Jesús nos ense-
ña a orar, buscar, pedir y llamar para obtener conversiones y misericordia. Jesús nos enseñó que la misericordia es 
lo que Dios desea (Mt 9:13), y su “misericordia se ríe del juicio” (Stg 2:13). Dios nuestro Padre sabe mejor lo que 
necesitamos de lo que sabe un padre terrenal y amoroso (Mt 6:32). 
 

Si la enseñanza de Jesús de confiar en nuestro Padre celestial no nos impulsa a depender totalmente de Dios, en-
tonces tal vez Su ejemplo sea el impulso que necesitamos. Jesús vino a esta tierra como un niño indefenso, total-
mente dependiente de Sus padres terrenales, la Santísima Virgen María y san José. Que nosotros también seamos 
como niños pequeños, totalmente dependientes de nuestro amoroso Padre. Jesús nos asegura: “… si no cambian o 
no se hacen como niños, no entrarán en el Reino de los Cielos” (Mt 18:3).
