THIRD SUNDAY OF EASTER
Today’s liturgy takes us on to another account of Jesus’ risen f
appearances as the apostles were out fishing on the Sea of Tiberias, recorded in |
John 21:1-19. Once again, the apostles were unsuccessful at their work and §
caught no fish until a mysterious person by the seashore guides them to cast their
nets again. Lo and behold, they caught so many fish that they could hardly pull §
the catch ashore. Then they all realized that it was the Lord Jesus in their midst. §
After they finished their meal by the shore, Jesus questions Peter and asks
him to affirm his love three times—clearly a reparation for Peter’s three-fold =

denial of the Lord. In the end, Jesus affirms his trust in Peter’s leadership and commands Peter to follow
him and feed the sheep. Peter’s dignity is restored and he proceeds to shepherd the Church for years to come
until his own martyrdom. Are we ready to “obey God rather than men,” as Peter said in Acts 5:29, and cast
our own nets out in faith for the Lord? Will we stand up to the corrupt powers of this world and witness to a
spiritual power that is truly out of this world? Will we speak up in a prophetic voice for the truly abandoned of
this world? Will we Christians be known for our works of mercy, both corporal and spiritual, as we reach out
to the lost souls of our world? Let us glorify the Risen Savior who is both gracious and merciful!
