GOOD SHEPHERD SUNDAY
Today, the 4th Sunday of Easter, is known as Good Shepherd Sunday as the gospel text is always
taken from the 10th chapter of the Gospel of John.  In this great meditation, Jesus says: I came
that they might have life and have it more abundantly” John 10:10.  No matter what it is that we
are facing in life, whatever the challenges may be, Jesus, who is our life, has come to give us
the abundant life.
