Today’s liturgy reminds us of Jesus’ new commandment in John 13:34... “that you| ' 1"1:'Iill]',lf:.‘h:'\':f( 1::;:: en
love one another, even as I have loved you, that you also love one another.” This| . _\.(,'“ e o e

is Jesus’ highest calling for us, to love sacrificially as He did by giving his all for
us. John 13:35 then follows by saying, “By this everyone will know that you are
my disciples, if you have love for one another.” This, dear friends, is why we| g
have an ecumenical movement. When the world looks upon us Christians and;
sees that we do not love one another but rather bicker and insult one another it
leads others to a loss of faith in Christianity. Why? Because we do not follow our
own Lord’s commandment. Ecumenism attempts to build bridges with fellow!
Christians over which the Holy Spirit can move and answer Jesus’ prayer on the night before He died when
praying to the Father in heaven “that they may be one, as we are one...” John 17:22. We actually scandalize the
world by our disunity In fact, when Christians are being martyred for the faith, they are not asked to which
denomination they belong but whether or not they are Christians. In the end, Jesus will ask us why we did not
answer his plea for unity in his Body the Church. Well, let us begin to reach out to other Christians by supporting
them in prayer and shared works of justice and charity in our community. Honor them by listening to and
learning about their faith practices. Perhaps your coworkers or schoolmates or even your family members belong
to different churches and would be willing to share their faith journey with you. Then you could do the same with
them by expressing your own experience of faith. If we Christians do not unite, at least in our common baptism
in the one Lord Jesus Christ, the tidal wave of this world’s secularism might wash us all away! Though it make
look imposible to reunite, nothing is impossible for God. Remember, as Jesus says in Rev. 21:5, “Behold, I make
all things new.”

POPE LEO XIV

Even today, there are many settings in which the Christian faith is considered absurd, meant for the weak and
unintelligent. ~ Settings where other securities are preferred, like technology, money, success, power or
pleasure. These are contexts where it is not easy to preach the Gospel and bear witness to its truth, where believers
are mocked, opposed, despised or at best tolerated and pitied. Yet, precisely for this reason, they are the places
where our missionary outreach is desperately needed. A lack of faith is often tragically accompanied by the loss of
meaning in life, the neglect of mercy, appalling violations of human dignity, the crisis of the family and so many
other wounds that afflict our society.

Amen, dear Holy Father and may the Holy Trinity guide you with every grace that you need!
