         ‘With courage and composure, let’s hear the call to persevere in Faith and tranquility of life. 
The wonderful story of how Abraham was asked to be the killer of his only son has something great to teach 
us as we bare this pandemic. Of course, God stopped Abraham from sacrificing his own son and was not 
pleased with human sacrifice.  This makes sense.  And yet, later God sent his only son to suffer and die to 
save humanity. We also have the story of the Transfiguration in the Gospel that teaches everything is for a 
reason. If God did not spare his only begotten son from suffering and death will it be reasonable to question 
God for this pandemic?

Make this Lent like no other baring this pandemic 
with the patience and willingness of Abraham and hoping God will give us a foretaste of the glory of the Res-
urrection just like he did to his disciples. Let us be aware. Happy Lent for a life of tranquility filled with faith 
and hope.

Holding adults to high        
standards 
When you start to talk to your children about in-
appropriate touching and basic sexual abuse pre-
vention safety rules, be mindful that children can 
easily be confused by even the best of any 
adult’s intentions, which underscores why all 
adults have a responsibility to adhere to the high-
est of standards in their relationships with chil-
dren. Consider that another good reason to be 
involved in the activities your children participate 
in is that it allows you to get to know the adults 
who work regularly with them. That way, if your 
child brings a confusing scenario to you, you can 
more easily discuss the circumstances with your 
child and the adult involved, with the goal of 
working towards better behaviors. For more infor-
mation, request a copy of the VIRTUS article 
“How to Talk Productively With an Adult about 
Inappropriate Behavior with a Child” at https://
lacatholics.org/did-you-know/.
