Page 2      Fr. Louis’ Message        
Pentecost Sunday 

 
It is worth noting that Pentecost is celebrated both by the Jews and by the Christians. Along with the Feast of 
the Passover and of Tabernacles, Pentecost was one of the three major feasts of the Jews during which every 
male Jew living within twenty miles of Jerusalem was legally bound to go to Jerusalem to participate in these 
feasts. The Jewish Pentecost was originally a post-harvest thanksgiving feast.  Later, the Jews included in it 
the remembrance of God’s Covenants with Noah and with Moses at Mt. Sinai.  It literally means 50th from 
Greek ‘pentecostes’, celebrated on the 50th day after the Passover by the Jews and celebrated by Christians on 
the 50th day after the Resurrection. At Pentecost, the Holy Spirit descended upon the apostles and Virgin Mary 
as fiery tongues. The frightened apostles were transformed into fiery preachers and were given the gift of 
tongues by a special anointing of the Holy Spirit and in turn them the listeners experienced a fresh anointing 
of the Holy Spirit. Pentecost also marked the end and the goal of the Easter season with the Paschal Mystery-
the Passion, the Death, the Resurrection, and the Ascension of Jesus culminating in the sending of the Holy 
Spirit on Jesus' disciples. This also commemorates the official inauguration of the Christian Church by the 
apostolic preaching of St. Peter, resulting in the conversion of 3000 Jews to the Christian Faith thus paving 
way for the official birthday of the Church. In the process, the early Christians becoming powerful witnesses 
and brave martyrs for their Faith in Jesus. Let us be filled with the power of the Holy Spirit becoming liv-
ing witnesses of the Faith. As we re-open our indoor religious services, and as life slowly but surely comes 
back to some sort of a new strange normalcy, we cannot but rejoice and say, 
‘Happy Birthday Mother Church’. Thank you Holy Spirit.

Domingo de Pentecostés 
 
Cabe señalar que Pentecostés es celebrado tanto por los judíos como por los cristianos. Junto con la fiesta de 
la Pascua y de los Tabernáculos, Pentecostés era una de las principales fiestas de los judíos.  Durante estas tres 
grandes fiestas judías, todo judío varón que viviera en un radio de veinte millas de Jerusalén estaba obligado 
legalmente a ir a Jerusalén para participar en la fiesta. Literalmente significa 50 del griego 'pentecostés'. El 
Pentecostés judío era originalmente una fiesta de acción de gracias después de la cosecha.  Más tarde, los ju-
díos incluyeron en ella el recuerdo de las alianzas de Dios con Noé tras el diluvio y con Moisés en el monte 
Sinaí. Es una fiesta celebrada el 50 día después de la fiesta de la Pascua por los judíos y una fiesta celebrada el 
50 día después de la fiesta de la Resurrección de Jesús por los cristianos. En este día el Espíritu Santo descen-
dió sobre los apóstoles y la Santísima Virgen María en forma de lenguas ardientes. Los apóstoles asustados se 
transformaron en ardientes predicadores y evangelizadores y recibieron el don de lenguas por una unción es-
pecial del Espíritu Santo. Los oyentes experimentaron una nueva unción del Espíritu Santo a través del don de 
lenguas de los apóstoles. Pentecostés también marcó el final y la meta del tiempo de Pascua. El Misterio Pas-
cual y la Ascensión de Jesús- culmina con el envío del Espíritu Santo. La fiesta también conmemora la inau-
guración oficial de la Iglesia cristiana por la predicación apostólica de San Pedro, que tuvo como resultado la 
conversión de 3000 Judíos a la fe cristiana. Pentecostés es, pues, el cumpleaños oficial de la Iglesia. Los pri-
meros cristianos se convirtieron en poderosos testigos y valientes mártires por su fe en Jesús. Llenémonos del 
poder del Espíritu Santo y seamos testigos vivos de la fe.Mientras reabrimos nuestros servicios religiosos en 
el interior, y mientras la vida vuelve lenta pero seguramente a una especie de nueva y extraña normalidad, no 
podemos sino alegrarnos y decir “Feliz Cumpleaños querida Madre Iglesia". Gracias, Espíritu Santo.

Quinceañera Policy 
 
Quinceañeras need to be scheduled within six 
months in advance. In order to schedule a Mass the 
quinceañera must have already received their First 
Holy Communion before the celebration and be reg-
istered in the Confirmation program or already be 
confirmed. If the sacraments have not been received, 
we would celebrate the Liturgy of the Word. First 
Communion or Confirmation preparation will NOT 
be rushed to accommodate the quinceañera Mass.  
When we’re scheduling a quinceañera Mass, wed-
ding takes precedence over quinceañera masses. 
Christian simplicity needs to be observed; dresses 
must be modest and flowers will be limited to a bou-
quet to present to the statue of the Virgin of Guada-
lupe.  
 Instructions of the theology, meaning and im-
portance of the quinceañera celebration must be 
completed before the ceremony by the girl, and the 
parents are strongly encouraged to be part of the 
preparation process. Rehearsals will be held the Fri-
day before the scheduled Mass. The family needs to 
be confessed before the celebration. Failure to com-
plete this preparation will cancel the ceremony and 
refunds will not be granted. Family must arrive on 
time, at least 30 minutes before Mass begins.
