How should we be? 

 
Last week, I referred to the Second Reading and talked about--let's put our faith into action. This week, 
James (2nd Reading) encouraged us to show no differentially between a rich and a poor persons.  
 
People often quantified others by how they appeared. However, they often forget the value that James was 
talking about today. As human being, we often make this mistake; we don't often look at our brothers/sisters 
with the eyes of Christ, but we often used our humanly eyes to judge and condemn others. For example, if 
you have watched the TV program that has anything to do with court, you'd see the defendants usually dress 
up nicely; why? Because they'd like to give the judge and jury a good impression of who he/she is. However, 
behind the untruthful reality, he/she is a a different person. Sometimes, we misjudge others; sometimes oth-
ers try to fool us. 
 
We always need to see a person as a person, and not quantify them as a person that is different than who they 
really are. May God continue to help us to see the value of others with the vision that God has given to all of 
us.

Siempre necesitamos ver a una persona como una persona, y no cuantificarla como una persona que es dife-
rente de lo que realmente es. Que Dios continúe ayudándonos a ver el valor de los demás con la visión que 
Dios nos ha dado a todos.
