FROM OUR RECTOR 
 

Dear Old Cathedral Parishioners and Visitors: 
 

It is natural to hope to experience God’s presence at special times in our 

lives – the joy of family occasions, at a shrine, on pilgrimage, or even in 

times of quiet prayer. Many who go on a spiritual retreat will find that away 

from the busyness of their regular lives, the presence of God can appear to 

be more tangible and real. Throughout the Gospels, Jesus would often 

escape to a deserted place to listen to the voice of the Father. Today, he 

climbs the mountain and teaches his disciples what we now know as the 

beatitudes. 
 

In our desire to encounter God we can fall into the trap of thinking that a 

genuine meeting with God must be accompanied by particular emotions. 

Our emotions then become the proof we rely on to affirm that we have 

indeed had an authentic encounter with him.  
 

But the spiritual life isn’t always accompanied by consoling feelings or emotions. Instead, it can consist 

largely of routine prayers and rituals and even include as much suffering and grief as there is joy and 

celebration. Therefore, today’s Gospel gives us hope and reassurance that God’s presence with us is not 

dependent upon how we feel at any given moment. 
 

Indeed, the beatitudes remind us that God is there for us at all times of our lives – from moments when we are 

faced with trials to great moments of gladness and hope. It is in those unexpected places and moments when 

God draws near to us. No matter what we do or don’t do, God is always there with us. In Psalm 139 the 

psalmist asks, Where can I go from your spirit? From your presence, where can I flee? (7) He then runs through a list 

of possible places to escape – the heavens, the ends of the seas, the darkness, even in the womb, and yet he 

ultimately knows that God is there in each and every place.  
 

In the eyes of the world, those listed in the beginning of the beatitudes – the poor in spirit, those who mourn 

or hunger for righteousness, the persecuted – are more likely to be perceived by others as God-forsaken rather 

than as blessed. But Jesus reassures us that God, who is the source of all blessedness, meets us in our 

weakness, our sadness, and our hunger for salvation, as well as in our attempts to do what is right and just. 
 

As we prepare to share this Eucharist together, let us give thanks to God for his faithfulness – that he comes to 

dwell with us not only in our emotional peaks but also in our emotional valleys.

Jesus continues to enter our lives  

in small ways 
 

This week, we can carry the light of  

Christ into the world 

 
Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 

We celebrate the Feast of the Presentation this week on February 2. The better we understand how this event 

sits in salvation history, the more we can learn an important lesson for the spiritual life. 
 

When Moses built and dedicated the tabernacle for the ark of the covenant, the Lord came to dwell in it in a 

visible way: “Then the cloud covered the meeting tent, and the glory of the Lord filled the dwelling” (Exodus 

40:34). 
 

Similarly, when Solomon built and dedicated the temple, the Lord came to dwell in it in a visible way: “The 

cloud filled the temple of the Lord so that the priests could no longer minister because of the cloud, since the 

Lord’s glory had filled the temple of the Lord” (1 Kings 8:10-11). 
 

Then, when the temple was rebuilt and re-dedicated after the Babylonian exile, nothing happened! No cloud, 

no powerful visible presence. It left ancient Israel wondering: When will the Lord come back and dwell in the 

temple in a visible way? And the Lord promised that He would, through the prophet Malachi, who wrote 

around the time of the rededication: “And suddenly there will come to the temple the Lord whom you 

seek” (Malachi 3:1). 
 

And then … it happens. The baby Jesus is carried into the temple by His mother. This is the moment that 

ancient Israel has been waiting for: The Lord has returned to His temple in a visible way. But: Surprise! The 

mighty one comes in smallness. 
 

What happened then matters for us now. Often, when we look for signs from God, we’re looking for big 

things. And sometimes God does big things — in salvation history and in our lives. But more often God does 

small things. The presentation is a lesson in this — a lesson that’s re-echoed daily in the Eucharist. So — like 

Simeon and Anna in the story of the presentation (see Luke 2:22-40) — we need to keep our hearts open to 

the small things: a small “coincidence,” a quiet movement of the heart, and so on. Jesus continues to enter 

our lives in small ways. 
 

In older days, this feast was known as Candlemas: There was a candlelight procession into Mass — in 

imitation of how Mary carried “the light of the world” into the temple — and all the candles to be used in the 

church for the coming year were blessed. 
 

One of the encouragements of Candlemas is that, as participants physically carried candles, we might also 

think and pray about how we can carry the light of Christ into the world. Maybe, like Mary, we carry Christ 

literally in some way. (People who bring Communion to the homebound are a good example of this!) Maybe, 

like Simeon and Anna, we can point out Christ to others, even when He comes in surprisingly small ways. 

Maybe, like St. Joseph, we can work quietly in the background so that others can be the main event. 
 

Whatever our way is, let’s all be a little more deliberate this week about letting the light of Christ shine in the 

world’s darkness.
