Christian Commitment 
When we come to the celebration of the Sunday Eucharist, the first part of the celebration is the Word of God. 
He speaks to us, councils us, and guides us through his word which elevates our minds and hearts to be holy. 
Prophet Elisha committed himself whole-heartedly to answer God’s call to be a prophet, despite his initial  
hesitation, when God called him through the prophet Elijah.  Saint Paul’s letter to the Galatians  
reinforces the commitment message. He warns that true freedom is not meant to be a license for  
self-indulgence, but to be a way to show God, ourselves, and other human beings our commitment to Him 
and to His service.  

In the Gospel of Luke 9:57-62, Jesus introduces three potential disciples who offered lame reasons that made 
Jesus’ call to ministry “impossible” for them to accept when Jesus had told them plainly what the commitment 
required, and the cost involved. They were found unfit and unprepared to follow Jesus as his disciples. We 
too, are asked to follow Jesus, totally and immediately, without any reservations, both by giving priority to Him 
and to his cause and by surrendering our lives to God in humble and dedicated service to others. 

As Christians, we should have the courage of our convictions and so honor our commitments: a) the  
marriage commitment. Spouses are expected to honor their marriage commitment, that is, to remain in  
mutual love and respect till their death and to raise their children to be zealous Christians. b) The priestly 
and religious commitment: Priests, Deacons and religious should honor the commitment they have made to 
obey their lawful superiors, to keep their vows, and to spend their lives serving God’s people faithfully. c) The 
Christian commitment: As Christians, all of us should honor our Baptismal commitment, and to bear witness 
to Him through ideal and transparent Christian lives. 

Our commitment to serve the Lord is another challenge that each of us is called for. We need  
Eucharistic ministers, Lectors, Sacristans, Ushers, Altar servers, singers, and musicians to come forward to 
serve our community, to make our Liturgical celebration one that offers vibrant, active, and conscious  
participation. 

Looking forward to your “YES” for Christian commitment in God’s call to serve Him and His people!

Cuando llegamos a la celebración de la Eucaristía dominical, la primera parte de la celebración es la Palabra 
de Dios. Él nos habla, nos aconseja y nos guía a través de su palabra, que eleva nuestras mentes y nuestros 
corazones para que sean santos. El profeta Eliseo se comprometió de todo corazón a responder a la llamada 
de Dios para ser profeta, a pesar de sus dudas iniciales, cuando Dios le llamó a través del profeta Elías.  La 
carta de San Pablo a los Gálatas refuerza el mensaje de compromiso. Advierte que la verdadera libertad no 
debe ser una licencia para la autocomplacencia, sino una forma de mostrar a Dios, a nosotros mismos y a 
otros seres humanos nuestro compromiso con Él y con su servicio.  

En el Evangelio de Lucas 9:57-62, Jesús presenta a tres posibles discípulos que ofrecieron razones poco 
convincentes que hacían que la llamada de Jesús al ministerio fuera "imposible" de aceptar cuando Jesús les 
había dicho claramente lo que requería el compromiso, y el coste que suponía. Se les consideró incapaces y 
no preparados para seguir a Jesús como sus discípulos. A nosotros también se nos pide que sigamos a 
Jesús, total e inmediatamente, sin ninguna reserva, tanto dando prioridad a Él y a su causa como entregando 
nuestras vidas a Dios en un servicio humilde y dedicado a los demás. 

Como cristianos, debemos tener el valor de nuestras convicciones y honrar así nuestros compromisos: a) el 
compromiso matrimonial. Se espera que los cónyuges honren su compromiso matrimonial, es decir, que 
permanezcan en amor y respeto mutuos hasta su muerte y que eduquen a sus hijos para que sean cristianos 
celosos. b) El compromiso sacerdotal y religioso: Los sacerdotes, los diáconos y los religiosos deben  
honrar el compromiso que han contraído de obedecer a sus legítimos superiores, de mantener sus votos y 
de pasar su vida sirviendo fielmente al pueblo de Dios. c) El compromiso cristiano: Como cristianos, todos 
debemos honrar nuestro compromiso bautismal, y dar testimonio de Él a través de una vida cristiana ideal y 
transparente. 

Nuestro compromiso de servir al Señor es otro reto al que cada uno de nosotros está llamado. Necesitamos 
ministros de la Eucaristía, lectores, sacristanes, ujieres, monaguillos, cantantes y músicos que se acerquen a 
servir a nuestra comunidad, para hacer de nuestra celebración litúrgica una participación vibrante, activa y 
consciente.Esperamos su "SÍ" al compromiso cristiano en la llamada de Dios para servirle a Él y a su pueblo.
