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Saint Peter and Saint Paul

When | look back over my six years of pastoral life here at Immaculate Conception parish, | have witnessed
great joy, love and unity among us. We have achieved so many good things and helped our parish to grow in
unity. We received countless spiritual blessings through our dedicated ministers such as sacramental
blessings from the priests, deacons, liturgical ministers, Catechists, various devotional and prayer groups. In
a similar way, at every Mass, just before Communion, the priest breaks off a small piece of the host and
drops it into the chalice as a sign of our unity with the whole body of Christ; with our bishop and the local
Church, and with all Christians in every place and time, with Pope Leo in Rome, and with Peter and Paul and
all the saints in heaven.

We all learn that in unity there’s strength. This weekend we celebrate the unity of two great apostles, Peter
and Paul. We are stronger when united than when alone. But our unity is not only a way to be stronger
Christians; it is the only way we can be saved. We achieved our destiny; our purpose in life, our eternal
happiness through participation in God’s own divine nature. We share in it together or we don’t share in it at
all. Saint Peter writes, “ His divine power has given us everything ... so that [we] ... may become
partakers in the divine nature.” (2 Peter 1:3-4) There’s no salvation if we are cut off from sharing in God’s
divine nature with all the other children of God. Pope Francis said “Brothers and sisters, we are celebrating
Peter and Paul, they answered that essential question in life- “ Who is Jesus for me” — by following Him as
his disciples and by proclaiming the Gospel. It is good for us to grow as a Church in the same way, by
following the Lord, constantly and humbly seeking Him out. It is good for us to become a Church that is also
outgoing, finding joy not in the things of the world, but in preaching the Gospel.”

Saint Peter and Saint Paul are two main pillars of the Universal Church, founded by Christ himself, who
invites us to follow Jesus. Both of them had different personalities, up-bringing, culture and life style. One
was educated and the other one, just a fisherman. God in his eternal saving plan chose them to be the
leaders of the Church and great missionaries of the Church.

The feast of Saint Peter who represents the faith of the Church and of Saint Paul who represents the mission

of the Church, calls us to deepen our faith in Christ and to continue the mission of Christ in the world with
renewed vigor.
