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Lazarus at the gate

The GenZ movement has shaken the whole ruling
government in Nepal recently. It is a battle between the cry
of the poor, ignored, and suppressed against the domination

of corruption of the elite and political leaders, abuse of
power and wealth. This has been going on for a long time.

On this 26th Sunday in Ordinary Time, Prophet Amos could

see through the illusions and abuses of the powerful. He
did not come from a line of professional prophets — he had
been “a dresser of sycamores.” His gift with words exposes
the priorities of the powerful and their lack of attention to

the vulnerable: “ Those who lie on beds of ivory, and lounge
upon their couches; that drink wine from bowls...and
anoint themselves with the best oils but are not made
ill by the collapse of Joseph.” (Amos 6:4)

Amos challenges those who are ensconced in luxury, and
indifferent to the suffering of the people. Privilege, and the
focus on self, can conceal us from our responsibilities
towards others. Lazarus is at the gate, hungry and wounded
and the rich man is having rich food on the table. Lazarus
was a person who had been totally neglected. The
compassion of God was upon him because God notices,
cares, and acts out of love to those who are suffering.

The Gospel of Luke reminds us that God has the last and
definitive word over rich or poor. We have plenty of guidance
on what God expects of us. We have the prophets like
Amos, the scriptures, the social teaching of the Church,
the preaching and example of Christ (the one who came
back from the dead) and the witness of the saints. This
should focus our attention and inform our priorities.

Our faith compels us to be committed to working for justice,
and against poverty. There are lonely, the sick, bereaved,
those trapped in addiction or anxiety are in and around us.
The rich man’s sin is the sin of omission. Self-centeredness
leads to indifference towards others, an inability to see
and feel their suffering. The rich man’s sin was not that he
was rich, but that he was not aware enough to share. Love
is sensitive, attentive, proactive, and generous; and love
relieves suffering. Love helps us to notice and to act. Be
aware of the Lazarus’ in our own communities...they may
need our help in this life, and we may need their help in
the next.

Lazaro en la puerta

El movimiento GenZ ha sacudido recientemente a todo el
gobierno de Nepal. Se trata de una batalla entre el clamor
de los pobres, ignorados y oprimidos contra el dominio de
la corrupcion de la élite y los lideres politicos, el abuso de
poder vy la riqueza. Esto lleva sucediendo desde hace mucho
tiempo. En este 26° domingo del tiempo ordinario, el profeta
Amos era capaz de ver a través de las ilusiones y los abusos
de los poderosos. No provenia de una estirpe de profetas
profesionales, sino que habia sido “ cultivador de sicomoros”.
Su don de la palabra pone al descubierto las prioridades de
los poderosos y su falta de atencion hacia los vulnerables:
“ Acostados en lechos de marfil y apoltronados en sus
divanes; beben el vino en grandes copas y se ungen con
los mejores aceites, pero no se afligen por la ruina de
José” (Amos 6, 4).

Amos desafia a aquellos que viven rodeados de lujos y son
indiferentes al sufrimiento del pueblo. Los privilegios v el
egocentrismo pueden ocultarnos nuestras responsabilidades
hacia los demas. Lazaro esté a la puerta, hambriento y herido;
y el hombre rico tiene comida abundante en la mesa. Lazaro
era una persona que habia sido totalmente abandonada. La
compasion de Dios estaba sobre &l porque Dios se fija, se
preocupa y actiia por amor hacia aquellos que sufren.

El Evangelio de Lucas nos recuerda que Dios tiene la {ltima
y definitiva palabra sobre los ricos y los pobres. Tenemos
mucha orientacion sobre lo que Dios espera de nosotros.
Tenemos a los profetas como Amos, las Escrituras, la doctrina
social de la Iglesia, la predicacion y el ejemplo de Cristo (el
que resucitd de entre los muertos) y el testimonio de los
santos. Esto deberia centrar nuestra atencion y determinar
nuestras prioridades.

Nuestra fe nos impulsa a comprometernos a trabajar por la
justicia y contra la pobreza. A nuestro alrededor hay personas
solitarias, enfermas, afligidas, atrapadas en la adiccion o la
ansiedad. El pecado del hombre rico es el pecado de omision.
El egocentrismo conduce a la indiferencia hacia los demas,
a la incapacidad de ver y sentir su sufrimiento. El pecado del
hombre rico no fue ser rico, sino no ser lo suficientemente
consciente como para compartir. El amor es sensible, atento,
proactivo y generoso; y el amor alivia el sufrimiento. El amor
nos ayuda a darnos cuenta y a actuar. Seamos conscientes
de los Lazaros de nuestras propias comunidades... puede
que necesiten nuestra ayuda en esta vida, y puede que
nosotros necesitemos la suya en la proxima.

ANNUAL LITURGICAL FORMATION AND TRAINING

This past week the annual formation and training of our liturgical ministries continued. Every year both our English and
Spanish speaking ministers are asked to continue their formation. There is a saying “not to be formed, is to be deformed.”
The ‘why’ one choose to do what one believes he/she is called to do must be answered and one’s understanding of the
ministry must be formed in study of the said ministry.

Our Extra-ordinary Ministers of Holy Communion met on Monday evening. Both our English and Spanish speaking
brothers and sisters were present, as Father Lepcha led the first part of the formation with our ministers to the Sick
and Homebound. He showed an example of what is needed to begin their journey — the preparation; such as having
their pyx, the Word, cross, corporal, candle, holy water, etc. he said, “it’s important to create a peaceful, clean area,
and atmosphere.” The minister should not engage in unnecessary chatter before, however, could give some time after
to engage in a compassionate conversation. ‘short and sweet.’ He also said, how necessary their ministry is; because
they are taking the Holy Eucharist to our Church who are unable to be at the Eucharistic table, and their presence in
the home or facility, the joy of receiving the Lord is fulfilled for each of the recipient. The evening continued when almost
90% of both English and Spanish speaking ministers came in for the second part of the Formation and Training. We
had some Q&A. One question was how to present the Body and Blood of Christ. It was made quite clear, that in the
Catholic Church, no other words should be said before presenting the Body or Blood of Christ during Communion.
The proper and ONLY words for the minister to use are the formal, declarative phrases: “The Body of Christ” “The Blood
of Christ.” The response — “Amen.” GIRM #161.

One minister shared how important it was to learn what to do if The Body or Blood of Christ fell to the fall. Though it
might be a rare occasion, it resonated with him how significant that knowledge was, and that we should extend the
reverence due that occurrence.

Our Lectors, proclaimers of the Word. A very good turn out, and again, Father Lepcha reminded each of the Joy and
the necessary requirements: such as being prepared; that it is visible when they are not prepared to proclaim. He said
they should have practiced all the readings, for on a rare occasion, they may be required to read both at a funeral or
wedding. Unable to attend, seek another from the ministry. Father said, reverence in dressing was very important.
“Reverence is necessary, tight skirts /pants, bear arms, on our ladies” “be careful of how you look, because the Church
is watching you. You are quite visible in service or out.” As a matter of fact, all ministers need to respect their manner
of dress, he said, especially those serving in the sanctuary.

The ministers heard how necessary it was to have a prayer life, knowing the scripture, to proclaim with confidence,
going to the chapel or coming early enough to pray before Mass. A devotional life father said, is important to being a
good Lector. Training on how to hold the Book of the Gospels, placing the book correctly, and using the microphone
effectively were a few areas of training shared that evening. New prospects were introduced who will receive further
training before beginning their ministry. It was recommended that all experienced Lectors should participate in training
not as a mandatory requirement but an encouraged requirement. “ Coming together,” Marva said, “ is to help each of
us grow in the ministry, just like the football team must practice in order to be a winning team, so should we practice
to win souls.”

Our Altar servers were the last of our ministries to have their Formation and Training. They have two more sessions to
go. We received four (4) new boys and girls. And all but three of our current servants were present, giving us a total
of 16 boys and girls eager to serve at the Altar of God with the priest. Parents were present with their children, because
without the support of the parents, we will not have an Altar Servers Ministry.

Parents signed a document along with their children as part of their commitment to the ministry. They agreed to getting
their children to Church 20 minutes before Mass. They were made aware of other important requirements such as the
necessity that our boys and girls be mature enough to understand their responsibilities, how to carry them out with
reverence and decorum. Our children were encouraged to pray, to ask God to help them stay focused while serving.
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They were told how important it was for them to know the different parts of the mass and to learn the names and proper
uses of the sacred vessels, books, vestments, and other items used during the liturgy. Next session they will meet Father
Lepcha who will focus on training. And their final session will be more formation.

All our Liturgical ministries: our School; Religious Education; Youth, Choirs, Children’s liturgy, Extra-ordinary Ministers
of Holy Communion; Lectors; Sacristans, Ushers, and Altar Servers all receive Formation and Training in some manner
every year. They each meet monthly — called ‘gathering’ where they grow spiritually, through study, practice, friendship
and prayer.

Father ended all his formation this year with the three ‘Ds” necessary, he repeated, for all the ministries.

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FORMACION Y CAPACITACION LITURGICA ANUAL

La semana pasada continu0 la formacion y capacitacion anual de nuestros ministerios litirgicos. Cada ano se pide a
nuestros ministros de habla inglesa y espanola que continiien su formacion. Hay un dicho que dice: “No formarse es
deformarse”. Hay que responder a la pregunta de “por qué” uno elige hacer lo que cree que esta llamado a hacer, y la

comprension que uno tiene del ministerio debe formarse mediante el estudio de dicho ministerio.

Nuestros ministros extraordinarios de la Sagrada Comunion se reunieron el lunes por la noche. Tanto nuestros
hermanos y hermanas de habla inglesa como los de habla hispana estuvieron presentes, mientras el padre Lepcha
dirigia la primera parte de la formacion con nuestros ministros para los enfermos y los confinados en sus hogares.
Mostro un ejemplo de lo que se necesita para comenzar su camino: la preparacion, como tener la pixide, la Palabra, la
cruz, el corporal, la vela, el agua bendita, etc. Dijo: “Es importante crear un espacio y un ambiente tranquilos y limpios”.

El ministro no debe entablar conversaciones innecesarias antes, pero puede dedicar algo de tiempo después a
mantener una conversacion compasiva. “Breve y agradable”. También dijo lo necesario que es su ministerio, ya que
llevan la Sagrada Eucaristia a nuestra Iglesia, que no puede estar presente en la mesa eucaristica, y su presencia en
los hogares o centros hace que cada uno de los destinatarios experimente la alegria de recibir al Sefor. La velada
continud cuando casi el 90%de los ministros de habla inglesa y espanola acudieron a la segunda parte de la
formacion y capacitacion. Hubo un turno de preguntas y respuestas. Una de las preguntas fue como presentar el
Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo. Se dejo muy claro que, en la Iglesia catolica, no se deben decir otras palabras antes de
presentar el Cuerpo o la Sangre de Cristo durante la comunion. Las Ginicas palabras adecuadas que debe utilizar el
ministro son las frases formales y declarativas: “El Cuerpo de Cristo” y “La Sangre de Cristo”. La respuesta es
“Ameén”. GIRM #161.

Un ministro compartio lo importante que era aprender qué hacer si el Cuerpo o la Sangre de Cristo se caian al suelo.
Aunque pudiera ser una ocasion poco frecuente, le llamo la atencion lo importante que era ese conocimiento y que
debiamos mostrar la reverencia debida ante tal suceso.

Nuestros lectores, proclamadores de la Palabra. Una muy buena asistencia, y una vez mas, el padre Lepcha recordo a
cada uno la alegria y los requisitos necesarios: como estar preparados; que se nota cuando no estan preparados para
proclamar. Dijo que deberian haber practicado todas las lecturas, ya que en raras ocasiones se les puede pedir que
lean tanto en un funeral como en una boda. Sino pueden asistir, busquen a otra persona del ministerio. El padre dijo
que la reverencia en el vestir era muy importante. “La reverencia es necesaria, faldas/pantalones ajustados, brazos
descubiertos, en nuestras damas”, “tengan cuidado con su aspecto, porque la Iglesia los esta observando. Son muy
visibles en el servicio o fuera de &I”. De hecho, todos los ministros deben respetar su forma de vestir, dijo,

especialmente los que sirven en el santuario.

Los ministros escucharon lo necesario que era tener una vida de oracion, conocer las Escrituras, proclamar con
confianza, ir a la capilla o llegar con suficiente antelacion para rezar antes de la misa. Una vida devota, dijo el padre,
es importante para ser un buen lector. Esa noche se impartio formacion sobre como sostener el Libro de los Evangelios,

colocarlo correctamente y utilizar el microfono de forma eficaz, entre otras cosas. Se presento a los nuevos candidatos,

que recibiran mas formacion antes de comenzar su ministerio. Se recomendo que todos los lectores experimentados
participaran en la formacion, no como un requisito obligatorio, sino como un requisito recomendado. “Reunirnos”, dijo

Marva, “es ayudarnos a crecer en el ministerio, al igual que un equipo de fUtbol debe entrenar para ganar, nosotros
también debemos entrenar para ganar almas”.

Nuestros monaguillos fueron los Ultimos de nuestros ministerios en recibir formacion y capacitacion. Les quedan dos
sesiones mas. Recibimos a cuatro (4) ninos y ninas nuevos. Y todos, menos tres de nuestros actuales servidores
estuvieron presentes, lo que nos da un total de 16 ninos y ninas deseosos de servir en el altar de Dios con el sacerdote.
Los padres estuvieron presentes con sus hijos, porque sin el apoyo de los padres no tendriamos un ministerio de
monaguillos.
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Los padres firmaron un documento junto con sus hijos como parte de su compromiso con el ministerio. Acordaron
llevar a sus hijos a la iglesia 20 minutos antes de la misa. Se les informo de otros requisitos importantes, como la
necesidad de que nuestros ninos y ninas sean lo suficientemente maduros para comprender sus responsabilidades y
como llevarlas a cabo con reverencia y decoro. Se animo a nuestros hijos a rezar, a pedirle a Dios que les ayude a
mantenerse concentrados mientras prestaban servicio.
