A SHEPHERD FOR ALL TIMES! Bishop Gerald F.
Kicanas is an example of a true servant of God — passionate,
dedicated, pastoral, genuine and absolutely remarkable. This is
how I knew him from the start of my involvement with the
Diocese of Tucson. In 2003, I entered the University of
St. Mary of the Lake/Mundelein Seminary where he served as
Rector prior to being named Auxiliary Bishop of Chicago and
eventually the Bishop of Tucson. Already, he had become a
legend in the hallowed halls of Mundelein Seminary with
everyone singing praises to the man who was truly loved and
missed. In fact, when we introduced ourselves as Tucson Semi-
narians, we were always known as “Jerry’s Boys” — and that
opened a lot of doors for us - literally.

Through the 5 years of our formation at Mundelein Seminary,
Bishop Kicanas never failed to seek us out when he was in town
as he always treated it as his home. He would join us for meals
and would take us out to dinner at an Italian restaurant where
our allowances would never have allowed us to do. But beyond
meals, there were conversations — very often, private ones —
where he simply showed interest on our growth as future priests
for the Diocese of Tucson. We were always free to express our
doubts, challenges and concerns without fear of being judged.

The greatest gift that Bishop Kicanas, with the organizational
savvy of Fr. Miguel Mariano, gave me and my family was
agreeing to ordain me in the Philippines in 2008. It was his first
visit and he was such a trooper as we literally dragged him from
one place to the other in our desire to give him a balanced view
of what the Catholic Church and the people of the Philippines
were like. His natural skills in making a genuine impression on
every person he met was totally inspiring — whether it was
meeting the Cardinals, meeting the Missionaries of Charity or
saying mass for thousands of people at the Manila Cathedral or
the biggest Basilicas in Manila and Cebu. And there was my
family’s incalculable joy in witnessing my ordination to the
priesthood and the celebration of my parents’ 50" wedding
anniversary.

Years later, as Vocation Director, I saw up close and personal
Bishop Kicanas’ genuine and sincere heart for one of our semi-
narians who had to leave formation. As other diocese’s would
have done, it is normally a clean cut “goodbye”; but in this
case, Bishop Kicanas made sure that he be given all the chances
to complete his education to secure his better future — even after
his official connection with the Diocese of Tucson has ended. I
remembered Fr. Ron Hicks, now the newly installed Archbish-
op of New York, who was then Seminary Formation Director,
say that he had not experienced such great care and compassion
accorded to a seminarian in that predicament.

Today, eighteen years after my ordination, Bishop Kicanas

continues to be a “FATHER” to me and I’m sure, so too, to the

rest of my brother priests. There are always the phone calls to

say “hello” and his constant availability whether it is to do

Confirmations, masses or blessings of school buildings.

Though he had retired, taken out of retirement to be Apostolic
Administrator to a New Mexico diocese, retired again, and once
more taken out of retirement to be Apostolic Administrator to
the Diocese of Tucson, his passion for caring for his “flock”
never wavered. Indeed, he has always been true to his calling —
A STEADFAST SHEPHERD TO HIS FLOCK!

For that, we will always be GRATEFUL!
