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Welcome to the combined November-December
issue of the Official Gazette.

SINGULAR DECREE

PERMISSION FOR THE ANGLICAN PARISH OF
SAINT PETER’S OF CALLANDER TO USE THE CHURCH
OF SAINT ALPHONSUS LIGUORI

On December 15, 2021, | received a special inquiry from Anne Germond, Archbishop of the
Anglican Diocese of Algoma. The church of the parish of Saint Peter in Callander was
apparently no longer safe for use, and she asked if it would be possible for the people of that
parish to worship in the Roman Catholic church of the area, namely Saint Alphonsus Liguori.

This kind of spiritual hospitality is certainly possible. The Directory For The Application Of
Principles And Norms On Ecumenism, issued by the Pontifical Council for Promoting Christian
Unity, states that “if priests, ministers or communities not in full communion with the Catholic
Church do not have a place or the liturgical objects necessary for celebrating worthily their
religious ceremonies, the diocesan Bishop may allow them the use of a church or a Catholic
building and also lend them what may be necessary for their services” (par. 137).

Despite remaining differences between us, Anglicans and Roman Catholics have developed a
generous friendship in the past several decades. It is perfectly coherent with our Roman
Catholic spirituality to welcome the people of Saint Peter’s parish in this important time.

For these reasons,

| DECREE

1. Starting on Monday, December 20, the Pastor of the parish of Holy Name of Jesus and
Saint Alphonsus Liguori of Callander is authorized to allow the use of the church of Saint
Alphonsus Liguori, as well as any sacred items in the church (except for the tabernacle
and the reserved Blessed Sacrament), by the people of the Anglican parish of Saint
Peter’s. Out of an abundance of caution, this authorization is subject to any insurance
questions being settled prior to the start of use.

2. Should the people of the parish of Saint Peter’s desire to use the church of Saint
Alphonsus Liguori beyond the Christmas season, a written agreement will be made
which will clearly and adequately take care of all questions which may arise concerning
issues such as scheduling, financial matters and the obligations arising from church and
civil law. This agreement will be approved by the Roman Catholic Bishop of Sault Ste.
Marie and the Anglican Archbishop of Algoma.

SINGULAR DECREE

COMMUNICATIO IN SACRIS
IN WAWA AND WHITE RIVER

Whereas the Anglican communities in Wawa and White River do not have a resident priest,
and therefore, given their relatively remote location (especially in a time of bad winter
weather), are often not able to worship according to their own Eucharistic customs, and

Whereas if in the judgment of the diocesan bishop some grave necessity urges it, the Code of
Canon Law permits Roman Catholic ministers to administer the sacraments of Reconciliation,
Anointing of the Sick, and Eucharist licitly to Christians not having full communion with the
Catholic Church, who cannot approach a minister of their own community and who seek such
on their own accord, provided that they manifest Catholic faith in respect to these sacraments
and are properly disposed (cf. can. 844 §4), and

Having engaged in dialogue with the Anglican Archbishop of the Diocese of Algoma on the
matter following a request by her, and considering the ecumenical relationship developed
between the Anglican Communion and the Roman Catholic Church since the Second Vatican
Council, including many Agreed Statements published between Roman Catholics and
Anglicans since the first such statement on the Eucharist in 1971,

| DECREE

1. The distance of Wawa and White River from other Anglican communities, especially when
coupled with the challenges of winter travel, creates conditions where the Anglican Christians
of those communities can find themselves deprived of the opportunity to worship God in the
liturgy for important periods of time such as Christmas, and possibly even habitually. In my
judgment, the spiritual good of those fellow Christians, understood in this context, constitutes
a grave cause as understood by canon 844.

2. Roman Catholic priests serving in the communities of Wawa and White River may therefore
licitly ‘administer the sacraments of Reconciliation, Anointing of the Sick and Eucharist to
Anglicans in those communities who ask for it during times when their own priests are not
available.

3. This decree comes into force on December 23, 2021, and will remain in force until revised
or until a resident Anglican priest is available for those communities.

A LISTENING AND DISCERNING CHURCH

Dear brothers and sisters,

As some of you may have heard, Pope Francis has invited the universal Church to participate in
the upcoming Synod of Bishops on the topic of synodality. | have asked our parishes to launch
the diocesan phase of this journey on the 3rd Sunday of Advent, which is also known as
Gaudete Sunday: the Sunday of Rejoicing. With this letter | wish to take a moment and explain a
bit further what Pope Francis’ invitation to participate means.

Back in the 1960’s Saint Pope Paul VI established a universal body called the Synod of Bishops.
This body, which meets on average every 3 years, discusses topics established by the Pope.
The Bishops of the world elect delegates from their various countries and regions, and other
members of the faithful are also present as either members or observers. The usual final
product of the Synod is a document presented to the Pope to serve as input for him to write a
post-Synodal “exhortation”, a kind of summary of the discussions of the meeting that can also
serve as a record of decisions and an action plan.

| was blessed to be a delegate to the Synod of Bishops held in 2018. The topic was young
people. In addition to Bishops, we were blessed with the presence of men and women religious,
experts in theology, representatives from other churches, and a whole host of young people.
The hopeful energy in the group was amazing, and one big question we asked ourselves was,
“How can we keep this spirit going?” And so, when the Pope asked us what we thought the best
topic would be for the next Synod, many of us recommended that it be on the synods
themselves, and on the spirit that animated us during our experience together.

The Pope took up this recommendation, and so in 2022 there will be a special Synod of Bishops
on the topic of “synodality” itself. To help prepare for this Synod, Pope Francis wants to engage
in a vast global consultation on the topic.

So what is “synodality”? At its core is the idea that the Church is ultimately led by the Holy Spirit.
This Holy Spirit is given to us in Baptism and our union in the Spirit is strengthened in
confirmation, such that everyone (not just clergy) has a part to play in listening to the Holy
Spirit’'s desire for the Church and in making that desire a reality.
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What we therefore need to do is make the Church more adept at listening to the voice of the
Holy Spirit as he acts in the hearts of believers, and more able to respond to the will of the Spirit
once that voice has been discerned.

Interestingly, we see this kind of institutional listening in all sorts of places. How many times
have we been asked to respond to a survey after buying a product or service? It is a form of
listening. How many organizations have a telephone number or web page which we can use to
raise an issue or complaint? It is a form of listening. How many community groups have
meetings where the path forward for the group is determined together? It is a way for listening to
turn into common action.

Pope Francis wants our Church to listen more to the Holy Spirit, and to respond to that voice
with common action. | am willing to bet he already has a few ideas as to how, but he wants to
hear our point of view as well. It just makes sense, given the theme of the Synod.

For myself, | believe a lot in synodality, for all the reasons given above. For this reason | am
inviting the people of our Diocese, starting on December 12, the third Sunday of Advent, to
begin a time of prayer for the success of the synodal process. Parishes are asked to include an
intercession for the Synod, and | ask each of us to include the Synod in our personal prayer.
Then, in January, parishes will be invited to allow for small groups to meet and reflect on a
series of questions. Finally, any individual or group is welcome to communicate with the Diocese
of Sault Ste. Marie to let us know of your hopes and dreams for our Church.

| wish you all the best for the remainder of Advent and for a blessed season of Christmas. May
you be blessed, with your families, and be renewed in the grace of Jesus.

UNE EGLISE A L'ECOUTE ET EN DISCERNEMENT

Chers fréres et sceurs,

Comme certains d'entre vous I'ont peut-&tre entendu, le Pape Francois a invité I'Eglise
universelle & participer au prochain Synode des Evéques sur le théme de la synodalité. J'ai
demandé a nos paroisses de lancer la phase diocésaine de ce cheminement le troisiéme
dimanche de I'Avent, appelé aussi dimanche de Gaudete : le dimanche de la joie. Avec cette
lettre, je souhaite prendre un moment pour expliquer un peu plus en détail ce que signifie
l'invitation du Pape Francois.

Dans les années 1960, Saint Pape Paul VI a établi un corps universel appelé le Synode des
Evéques. Cette assemblée, qui se réunit en moyenne tous les 3 ans, discute des sujets établis
par le Pape. Les évéques du monde élisent des délégués de leurs différents pays et régions, et
d'autres fidéles sont également présents en tant que membres ou observateurs. Le produit final
habituel du Synode est un document présenté au Pape qui servira a contribuer a la rédaction
d'une "exhortation" post-synodale, une sorte de résumé des discussions de la réunion qui peut
également servir de compte-rendu des décisions et un plan d'action.

J'ai eu la chance d'étre délégué au Synode des Evéques tenu en 2018. Le sujet était les jeunes.
En plus des évéques, nous avons été bénis par la présence de religieux et de religieuses,
d'experts en théologie, de représentants d'autres Eglises et de plusieurs jeunes. L'énergie
pleine d'espoir dans le groupe était incroyable, et une grande question que nous nous sommes
posée était : « Comment pouvons-nous maintenir cet esprit ? » Ainsi, lorsque le Pape nous a
demandé quel serait selon nous le meilleur sujet pour le prochain Synode, beaucoup d'entre
nous ont recommandé que ce soit au sujet des synodes eux-mémes, et sur l'esprit qui nous a
animé lors de notre expérience ensemble.

Le Pape a repris cette recommandation, et c'est ainsi qu'en 2022 il y aura un Synode spécial
des Evéques sur le théme méme de la « synodalité ». Pour aider & préparer ce Synode, le Pape
Francois veut impliquer la participation de tous dans une vaste consultation mondiale sur le
sujet.

Alors qu'est-ce que la « synodalité » ? A la base, nous reconnaissons que I'Eglise est dirigée
par I'Esprit-Saint. Cet Esprit-Saint nous est donné au baptéme et notre union dans I'Esprit est
renforcée a la confirmation, de sorte que chacun (pas seulement le clergé) a un rble a jouer
pour écouter le réve de I'Esprit-Saint pour I'Eglise, et pour faire de ce réve une réalité.

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Ce que nous devons donc faire, c'est rendre I'Eglise plus apte & écouter la voix de I'Esprit-Saint
lorsqu'il est a 'oeuvre dans le coeur des croyants, et plus apte a répondre a la volonté de I'Esprit
une fois que cette voix a été discernée.

Fait intéressant, nous voyons ce genre d'écoute institutionnelle de différentes maniéres en
dehors de I'Eglise. Combien de fois nous a-t-on demandé de répondre a un sondage aprés
avoir acheté un produit ou un service ? C'est une forme d'écoute. Combien d'organisations ont
un numéro de téléphone ou une page Web que nous pouvons utiliser pour signaler une
question ou une plainte ? C'est une forme d'écoute. Combien de groupes communautaires
organisent des réunions ou la voie a suivre comme groupe est déterminée ensemble ? C'est un
moyen pour que I'écoute se transforme en action commune.

Le Pape Francois veut que notre Eglise écoute davantage I'Esprit-Saint et réponde & cette voix
par une action commune. Je suis prét a parier qu'il a déja quelques idées sur la fagon de
procéder, mais il veut aussi entendre notre point de vue. Cela a du sens, étant donné le theme
du Synode.

Pour ma part, je crois beaucoup a la synodalité, pour toutes les raisons évoquées plus haut.
C'est pourquoi j'invite les gens de notre diocése, dés le 12 décembre, le troisieme dimanche de
I'Avent, a porter dans la priere la réussite du processus synodal. Les paroisses sont invitées a
inclure une intention de priére pour le Synode, et je demande a chacun de nous d'inclure le
Synode dans notre priere personnelle. Puis, en janvier, les paroisses seront invitées a
encourager a des petits groupes de se rencontrer et de réfléchir sur une série de questions.
Enfin, tout individu ou groupe est invité & communiquer avec le Diocése de Sault Ste-Marie pour
nous faire part de vos espoirs et de vos réves pour notre Eglise.

Je vous souhaite tout le meilleur pour le reste de I'Avent et pour un temps béni de Noél. Soyez
bénis, avec vos familles, et renouvelés dans la grace de Jésus.
