Bulletin letter - November 2, 2025

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Today, we pause to remember and to pray for our deceased loved ones, members of our parish, and all those who
have preceded us in death. Perhaps where they are and what life may be like for them now is one of those great
mysteries we wrestle with from time to time. One thing is certain: the wonder will be made known to us much sooner
than we think, because each day we live in this world is a day closer to the hour of our departure from this world to
the next. How we live our lives in the time given to us will determine what will be when we pass through the door of
death.

God has loved us into life, creating each of us in His image and likeness. When he looks at us, this is His focus. He is
the Artist. We are the work of His hands. God is love. God is all-powerful. The only power He does not have is the
power not to love us. He awaits our response in love to His love. No one can be forced to love God. Otherwise, it
would not be love. At the same time, God wants to lose no one and will give sufficient grace to each of us that we
respond in love to His love. The freedom to accept or reject God rests with all of us.

God’s perfect manifestation of love is evident in His atoning death on the cross to redeem us and deliver us from
slavery to sin and take the sting out of death. This becomes a reality in His resurrection and His words to us, “Be not
afraid, peace be with you.” No one can say that God does not understand the sufferings of this world. He came to us
in the flesh of our humanity and spared Himself nothing of what we suffer in this world, even to the experience of
death. He who did not sin became sin when He took our sins into Himself to set us free from the possibility of despair
and damnation.

All Souls Day has a threefold purpose. It is an expression of love as far as we, with affection, remember our departed
loved ones. Secondly, as the Catechism of the Church teaches, “All who die in God’s grace and friendship, but still
imperfectly purified, are indeed assured of their eternal salvation. After death, they undergo purification, so as to
achieve the holiness necessary to enter the joy of heaven. The Church gives the name Purgatory to this final
purification of the elect, which is entirely different from the punishment of the damned.”

Thirdly, we pray for the dead. Prayer for the dead is mentioned in Sacred Scripture: “Therefore [Judas Maccabeus]
made atonement for the dead, that they might be delivered from their sins.” From the beginning, the Church has
honored the memory of the dead and offered prayers in suffrage for them, above all in the Eucharistic sacrifice, so
that, thus purified, they may attain the beatific vision of God. The Church also commends almsgiving, indulgences,
and works of penance undertaken on behalf of the dead. As St. John Chrysostom said, “Let us help and commemorate
them. If Job’s sons were purified by their father’s sacrifice, why would we doubt that our offerings for the dead bring
them some consolation? Let us not hesitate to help those who have died and to offer our prayers for them.”

Finally, as we heard in John’s gospel, Jesus approached the Hour for which He came, that through death He would be
glorified and we, too, glorified with Him if we remain in Him as He desires to remain in us. We are not condemned to
be in this world forever. The Lord has prepared a place for all of us where He is; we, too, will be. St. John, in the
second reading, answers as best as anyone can, the question I raised at the beginning of this letter: Beloved, we are
God’s children now; what we shall be has not yet been revealed. We do know that when it is revealed, we shall be like
Him, for we shall see Him as He is.

If our departed loved ones, for whom we pray, remain in our hearts, how much more are they in the hearts of Jesus
and the Blessed Virgin Mary? With confident faith, we entrust them to the hallowed halls of heaven. As it is written,
Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither hath it entered the heart of man, what things God hath prepared for them
that love him. (1 Cor. 9)

Carta parroquial — 2 de november de 2025
Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo,

Hoy hacemos una pausa para recordar y orar por nuestros seres queridos fallecidos, los miembros de nuestra
parroquia y todos aquellos que nos han precedido en la muerte. Quizas donde estan y como puede ser la vida para
ellos ahora es uno de esos grandes misterios con los que luchamos de vez en cuando. Una cosa es cierta; La maravilla
se nos dara a conocer mucho antes de lo que pensamos, porque cada dia que vivimos en este mundo es un dia mas
cercano a la hora de nuestra partida de este mundo al siguiente. La forma en que vivamos nuestras vidas en el tiempo
que se nos ha dado determinard lo que sucedera cuando pasemos por la puerta de la muerte.

Dios nos ha amado en la vida, creandonos a cada uno de nosotros a su imagen y semejanza. Cuando nos mira, este es
Su enfoque. El es el artista. Somos la obra de Sus manos. Dios es amor. Dios es todopoderoso. El unico poder que El
no tiene es el poder de no amarnos. El espera nuestra respuesta en amor a Su amor. Nadie puede ser obligado a amar
a Dios, de lo contrario no seria amor. Al mismo tiempo, Dios no quiere perder a nadie y nos dara suficiente gracia a
cada uno de nosotros para que respondamos con amor a Su amor. La libertad de aceptar o rechazar a Dios descansa
en todos nosotros.

La perfecta manifestacion de amor de Dios es evidente en su muerte expiatoria en la cruz para redimirnos y
liberarnos de la esclavitud del pecado y quitarle el aguijon a la muerte. Esto se hace realidad en Su resurreccion y Sus
palabras para nosotros: "No temais, la paz sea con vosotros". Nadie puede decir que Dios no entiende los
sufrimientos de este mundo. Vino a nosotros en la carne de nuestra humanidad y no se ahorré nada de lo que sufrimos
en este mundo, incluso hasta la experiencia de la muerte. Aquel que no peco se convirti6é en pecado cuando tomo
nuestros pecados en si mismo para liberarnos de la posibilidad de desesperacion y condenacion.

El Dia de los Fieles Difuntos tiene un triple proposito. Es una expresion de amor hasta donde recordamos con afecto
a nuestros seres queridos fallecidos. En segundo lugar, como ensefia el Catecismo de la Iglesia, "Todos los que
mueren en la gracia y la amistad de Dios, pero atin imperfectamente purificados, tienen asegurada su salvacion
eterna. Después de la muerte se someten a la purificacion, para alcanzar la santidad necesaria para entrar en la alegria
del cielo. La Iglesia da el nombre de Purgatorio a esta purificacion final de los elegidos, que es completamente
diferente del castigo de los condenados".

En tercer lugar, oramos por los muertos. La oracion por los muertos se menciona en la Sagrada Escritura: "Por lo
tanto, [Judas Macabeo] hizo expiacion por los muertos, para que fueran librados de sus pecados". Desde el principio,
la Iglesia ha honrado la memoria de los difuntos y ha ofrecido oraciones en sufragio por ellos, sobre todo en el
sacrificio eucaristico, para que, asi purificados, alcancen la vision beatifica de Dios. La Iglesia también elogia las
limosnas, las indulgencias y las obras de penitencia realizadas en favor de los difuntos. Como dijo San Juan
Criséstomo: "Ayudémoslos y conmemorémoslos. Si los hijos de Job fueron purificados por el sacrificio de su padre,
JPor qué dudariamos de que nuestras ofrendas por los muertos les traigan algun consuelo? No dudemos en ayudar a
los que han muerto y ofrecer nuestras oraciones por ellos".

Finalmente, como escuchamos en el evangelio de Juan, Jesus se acercé a la Hora por la cual vino para que a través de
la muerte El seria glorificado y nosotros también glorificados con El si permanecemos en El como El desea
permanecer en nosotros. No estamos condenados a estar en este mundo para siempre. El Sefior ha preparado un lugar
para todos nosotros que donde El est4, nosotros también estaremos. San Juan en la segunda lectura responde lo mejor
que se puede a la pregunta que planteé al comienzo de esta carta: Amados, ahora somos hijos de Dios; lo que seremos
aiin no ha sido revelado. Sabemos que cuando se revele seremos como El, porque lo veremos tal como es.

Si nuestros seres queridos difuntos, por quienes oramos, permanecen en nuestros corazones, jcuanto mas estan en los
corazones de Jesus y de la Santisima Virgen Maria? Con fe confiada, los confiamos a los sagrados pasillos del cielo.
Como esta escrito: Cosas que ojo no vio, ni oido oyo, ni ha subido en corazon de hombre, son las cosas que Dios ha
preparado para los que le aman. (I Corintios 9)
