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Bulletin Letter - November 9, 2025

Feast of the Dedication of Saint John Lateran

The anniversary of the dedication of the Lateran Basilica, which was erected by the Emperor Constantine,
has been observed on this day since the twelfth century. This feast was at first observed only in Rome but
later in honor of the basilica, which is called the mother church of Christendom, the celebration was
extended to the whole Latin Church. This action was taken as a sign of devotion to and of unity with the
Chair of Peter which, as Saint Ignatius of Antioch wrote, “presides over the whole assembly of charity.”

The dedication of St. John Lateran Basilica is considered the birthday of the Church because it symbolizes
the establishment of Christianity as a recognized religion. Prior to the Roman Empire’s Emperor
Constantine’s Edict of Milan in 324 AD, it was illegal to be a Christian. The Edict of Milan was a pivotal
moment in Church history. The basilica represents the unity of the Christian Church under the leadership of
the Pope. The dedication is viewed as a formal acknowledgment of the Church’s role in society, akin to a
birthday celebration for the institution itself.

From a sermon by Saint Caesarius of Arles, bishop, 522 AD
We have all been made temples of God through baptism

My fellow Christians, today is the birthday of this church, an occasion for celebration and rejoicing. We,
however, ought to be the true and living temple of God. Nevertheless, Christians rightly commemorate this
feast of the Church, their mother, for they know that through her they were reborn in the spirit. At our first
birth, we were vessels of God’s wrath; reborn, we became vessels of his mercy. Our first birth brought
death to us, but our second restored us to life.

Indeed, before our baptism we were sanctuaries of the devil; but after our baptism we merited the privilege
of being temples of Christ. And if we think more carefully about the meaning of our salvation, we shall
realize that we are indeed living and true temples of God. God does not dwell only in structures fashioned
by human hands, in homes of wood and stone, but rather he dwells principally in the soul made according
to his own image and fashioned by his own hand. Therefore, the apostle Paul says: The temple of God is
holy, and you are that temple.

When Christ came, he banished the devil from our hearts, in order to build in them a temple for himself. Let
us therefore do what we can with his help, so that our evil deeds will not deface that temple. For whoever
does evil, does injury to Christ. As I said earlier, before Christ redeemed us, we were the house of the devil,
but afterward, we merited the privilege of being the house of God. God himself in his loving mercy saw fit
to make of us his own home.

My fellow Christians, do we wish to celebrate joyfully the birth of this temple? Then let us not destroy the
living temples of God in ourselves by works of evil. I shall speak clearly, so that all can understand.
Whenever we come to church, we must prepare our hearts to be as beautiful as we expect this church to be.
Do you wish to find this basilica immaculately clean? Then do not soil your soul with the filth of sins. Do
you wish this basilica to be full of light? God too wishes that your soul be not in darkness, but that the light
of good works shine in us, so that he who dwells in the heavens will be glorified. Just as you enter this
church building, so God wishes to enter into your soul, for he promised: I shall live in them, and I shall
walk the corridors of their hearts.




Carta parroquial — 9 de november de 2025

Fiesta de la Dedicacion de San Juan de Letran

El aniversario de la dedicacion de la Basilica de Letran, instituida por el emperador Constantino, se
celebra en este dia desde el siglo XII. Esta fiesta inicialmente se conmemoraba solo en Roma, pero
posteriormente, en honor a la basilica, considerada la iglesia madre de la cristiandad, la celebracion se
extendid a toda la Iglesia latina. Esta accion se realizd como muestra de devocion y unidad con la
Céatedra de Pedro que, como escribio San Ignacio de Antioquia, “preside sobre toda la asamblea de la
caridad”.

La dedicacion de la Basilica de San Juan de Letran se considera el nacimiento de la Iglesia, pues
simboliza el establecimiento del cristianismo como religion reconocida. Antes del Edicto de Milan del
emperador Constantino en el afio 324 d. C., ser cristiano era ilegal. El Edicto de Milan marcé un punto
crucial en la historia de la Iglesia. La basilica representa la unidad de la Iglesia cristiana bajo la guia del
Papa. La dedicacion se interpreta como un reconocimiento formal del papel de la Iglesia en la sociedad,
similar a la celebracion del aniversario de la propia institucion.

Todos hemos sido hechos templos de Dios por medio del bautismo

Mis compafieros cristianos, hoy es el cumpleafios de esta Iglesia, una ocasion de celebracion y
regocijo. Sin embargo, debemos ser el verdadero y viviente templo de Dios. No obstante, los cristianos
conmemoran con razon esta fiesta de la Iglesia, su madre, pues saben que por medio de ella renacieron
en el espiritu. En nuestro primer nacimiento, fuimos vasos de la ira de Dios; al nacer de nuevo, nos
convertimos en vasos de Su misericordia. Nuestro primer nacimiento nos trajo la muerte, pero el
segundo nos devolvio la vida.

En efecto, antes de nuestro bautismo €éramos santuarios del demonio; pero después de nuestro
bautismo, merecimos el privilegio de ser templos de Cristo. Y si reflexionamos con mayor
detenimiento sobre el significado de nuestra salvacion, comprenderemos que somos en verdad,
vivientes y verdaderos templos de Dios. Dios no habita unicamente en estructuras construidas por
manos humanas, en casas de madera y piedra, sino que mora principalmente en el alma hecha a su
imagen y semejanza. Por eso, el apostol Pablo dice: “El templo de Dios es santo, y ustedes son ese
templo™.

Cuando Cristo vino, expulso al diablo de nuestro corazon para construir en ¢l un templo para si mismo.
Hagamos, por lo tanto, lo que podamos con su ayuda, para que nuestras malas obras no deshonren ese
templo. Porque quien hace el mal, ofende a Cristo. Como dije, antes de que Cristo nos redimiera,
éramos morada del diablo, pero después, merecimos el privilegio de ser la casa de Dios. Dios mismo,
en su infinita misericordia, quiso hacer de nosotros su morada.

Hermanos mios, ;deseamos celebrar con alegria el nacimiento de este templo? Entonces, no
destruyamos con nuestras malas obras, el templo vivo de Dios que hay en nosotros. Hablaré con
claridad para que todos lo entiendan. Cada vez que vengamos a la iglesia, debemos preparar nuestro
corazon para que sea tan hermoso como esperamos que lo sea esta iglesia. ;Desean encontrar esta
basilica inmaculadamente limpia? Entonces, no manchen su alma con la inmundicia del pecado.
(Desean que esta basilica esté llena de luz? Dios también desea que el alma de cada uno no esté en
tinieblas, sino que la luz de las buenas obras brille en nosotros, para que aquel que habita en los cielos
sea glorificado.
