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Lent Letter - Fifth Sunday, April 6, 2025

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Prayer is our lifeline to Almighty God. This week, I will briefly write about the fifth disposition of prayer, which is
Communion. The past four weeks, [ have spoken briefly about four other dispositions of prayer: 1) Thanksgiving, 2)
Adoration, 3) Sacrifice, and 4) Intercession. These dispositions constitute the highest act of Christian prayer, which
is the Holy Mass. All prayer flows into and flows from the Holy Mass. The goal of the Christian life is to have
communion with God. Without prayer, this communion would leave us floundering through life and wallowing in
confusion and uncertainty. We would easily succumb to the falsehoods of life.

The gospel on this fifth week of Lent allows for a brief commentary on communion — a sharing in the life of Christ.
The gospel sets the scene of a woman caught in the grave sin of adultery. Jesus stepped into the story and was
confronted by the Scribes and Pharisees who placed the woman before the Lord. Their purpose was to put Jesus to
the test, reminding him that according to the old law, she should be stoned.

The Lord bent down and began to write on the ground with his finger, and after moments of curious silence, Jesus
straightened up and said, “Let the one among you who is without sin be the first to cast a stone at her.” Again, he
bent down and wrote on the ground, and as he did, they went away one by one, beginning with the elders. Jesus was
left alone with the woman. He looked upon her and spoke, “Woman, where are they? Has no one condemned

you?” She replied, “No one, sir.” Then Jesus said, “Neither do I condemn you. Go, and from now on, do not sin
anymore.”

Not only has Jesus purged the law, but he has also opened himself for communion with the woman. This is a prelude
to the Holy Sacrifice of the cross when Jesus atones for our sins, reconciling us to the Father. His cry to the Father,
“Forgive them, they know not what they do,” is also reflected as well in the Lord’s encounter with the adulterer
woman. Prayerfully entering this scripture, we find ourselves in the story and receive insight into the mercy of Jesus
as he looks upon the woman. We see the look in his eyes and hear the tone of his voice. They are transformative and
healing. They name and bless the woman as worthy of communion with God.

The Lord knows this woman has sadly sought a sort of “communion” through sin — in the wrong places and with the
wrong people. It is the will of Jesus to purge falsehood with truth. Only he can fully satisfy our deepest longing for
communion. Superficial and sinful communion brings loneliness and emptiness. Until one encounters Christ, life in
this world is a charade of sorts and too often terribly or mortally sinful.

For this reason, the Holy Mass, our most intimate communion with God, must not be obscured by the trappings of this
world. We must purge the Holy Mass of all that is banal and mundane, as well as unnecessary noise and superficial
activity. We should be disposed for and help others for an encounter with God. We enter the Sacred Mysteries of our
faith as the Mystical Body of Christ, not to be entertained or to celebrate ourselves, but to nurture our communion
collectively and individually with the Lord.

In the Letter of St. Paul to the Philippians, we are reminded that our lives aim to gain Christ and be found in him. We
humbly admit with Paul that we have not attained perfect maturity in this regard but continue our pursuit in the hope
that we may possess it.

It is no wonder that the law of God and the law of the Church obligates us to participate in the Holy Mass fully and
actively, at least on Sundays. There, we collectively and individually renew our covenant with the Lord. Having
offered our lives a living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God, our spiritual worship, we are graced with the reception
of the Holy Eucharist — Holy Communion — a share in the life of Christ.

The good news of the gospel is multifaceted. As with the woman caught in adultery and set free, we also find inner
freedom and peace in our communion with the Lord. There is no longer the need to seek “communion” in falsehood.
We were made by God and for God. This communion is tangibly made real when we receive Jesus in the Holy
Eucharist. Jesus takes possession of our lives and abides within us. We are not alone. As we leave the Holy Mass,
blessing ourselves with Holy Water to reengage in the work of life and fight the good fight, we have the assurance
that God is with us, closer to us than we are to ourselves. We need only remain in him, prayerfully disposed to
embrace and be embraced by this Holy Communion.

Carta Cuaresma - Quinto Domingo, 6 de abril de 2025

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:

La oracidén es nuestra conexion con Dios Todopoderoso. Esta semana, escribiré brevemente sobre la quinta disposicion
de la oracion: la Comunion. Durante las ultimas cuatro semanas, he hablado brevemente sobre otras cuatro
disposiciones de la oracion: 1) Accion de gracias, 2) Adoracion, 3) Sacrificio y 4) Intercesion. Estas disposiciones
constituyen el acto mas elevado de la oracion cristiana, que es la Santa Misa. Toda oracion fluye hacia y desde la
Santa Misa. El objetivo de la vida cristiana estar en comunion con Dios. Sin la oracion, esta comunion nos dejaria
vagando por la vida, sumidos en la confusion y la incertidumbre. Sucumbiriamos facilmente a las falsedades de la
vida.

El evangelio de esta quinta semana de Cuaresma nos permite un breve comentario sobre la comunion: compartir la
vida de Cristo. El evangelio presenta la escena de una mujer descubierta en grave pecado de adulterio. Jesis
intervino en la historia y fue confrontado por los escribas y fariseos, quienes presentaron a la mujer ante el Serior. Su
proposito era poner a prueba a Jesus, recordandole que, segun la antigua ley, debia ser apedreada.

El Sefior se inclind y comenzo a escribir en el suelo con el dedo. Tras unos instantes de curioso silencio, Jesus se
incorporod y dijo: «El que esté sin pecado, que le tire la primera piedra». De nuevo se inclind y escribio en el suelo. Y
mientras lo hacia, se fueron uno a uno, empezando por los ancianos. Jesus se quedo solo con la mujer. La mird y le
dijo: «Mujer, ;donde estan los que te acusaban? ;Nadie te ha condenado?». Ella respondio: «Nadie, sefior». Entonces
Jests dijo: «Yo tampoco te condeno. Vete, y ya no vuelvas a pecary.

Jestis no solo purifico la ley, sino que también se abrid a la comunion con la mujer. Esto es un preludio del Santo
Sacrificio de la cruz, cuando Jesus expia nuestros pecados y nos reconciliaba con el Padre. Su clamor al Padre:
«Perdonalos, porque no saben lo que haceny, se refleja también en el encuentro del Seiior con la mujer adultera. Al
adentrarnos en esta escritura con oracion, nos encontramos en la historia y percibimos la misericordia de Jesus al
contemplar a la mujer. Vemos la mirada en sus ojos y escuchamos el tono de su voz. Son transformadores y
sanadores. Nombran y bendicen a la mujer como digna de la comunion con Dios.

El Seor sabe que esta mujer, con tristeza, ha buscado una especie de "comunion" a través del pecado, en los lugares y
con las personas equivocadas. Es la voluntad de Jesus purificar la falsedad con la verdad. Solo €l puede satisfacer
plenamente nuestro anhelo mas profundo de comunion. La comunidn superficial y pecaminosa trae soledad y vacio. La
vida en este mundo es una especie de farsa y, con demasiada frecuencia, terrible o mortalmente pecaminosa, que
termina hasta que uno encuentra a Cristo.

Por esta razon, la Santa Misa, nuestra comunion mas intima con Dios, no debe verse oscurecida por las apariencias de
este mundo. Debemos purificarla de todo lo banal y mundano, asi como del ruido innecesario y la actividad
superficial. Debemos estar dispuestos a ayudar a otros a encontrar a Dios. Entramos en los Sagrados Misterios de
nuestra fe como Cuerpo Mistico de Cristo, no para entretenernos ni celebrar, sino para nutrir nuestra comunion
colectiva e individual con el Serior.

San Pablo nos recuerda, en su carta a los Filipenses, que nuestra vida aspira a alcanzar a Cristo y ser hallados en EL
Humildemente, junto con Pablo, admitimos que no hemos alcanzado la madurez perfecta en este aspecto, pero
continuamos nuestra busqueda con la esperanza de poseerla.

No es de extrafiar que la ley de Dios y la ley de la Iglesia nos obliguen a participar plena y activamente en la Santa
Misa, al menos los domingos. Alli, colectiva e individualmente, renovamos nuestra alianza con el Senor. Habiendo
ofrecido nuestra vida como sacrificio vivo, santo y agradable a Dios, nuestro culto espiritual, adquirimos la gracia de
recibir la Sagrada Eucaristia (la Sagrada Comunion), una participacion en la vida de Cristo.

La buena nueva del Evangelio es multifacética. Al igual que la mujer sorprendida en adulterio y liberada, también
encontramos libertad interior y paz en nuestra comunion con el Sefior. Ya no hay necesidad de buscar la "comunion”
en la falsedad. Fuimos creados por Dios y para Dios. Esta comunion se hace tangible cuando recibimos a Jesus en la
Sagrada Eucaristia. Jesiis toma posesion de nuestra vida y mora en nosotros. No estamos solos. Al salir de la Santa
Misa, bendiciéndonos con Agua Bendita para retomar la obra de la vida y luchar la buena batalla, tenemos la seguridad
de que Dios estd con nosotros, mas cerca de nosotros que nosotros mismos. Solo necesitamos permanecer en El,
dispuestos en oracion a abrazar y ser abrazados por esta Sagrada Comunion.
