Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

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Holy Trinity Sunday — June 15, 2025
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The Holy Sacrifice of the Mass, which is the highest act of worship in the life of the world makes present,
succinctly, hiddenly, and incomprehensibly the mystery of the Holy Trinity. As I mentioned last week, and on
several occasions, the Messianic Hour of our salvation is perpetuated and renewed at the Altar of Sacrifice. In this
sacred drama, God the Father is the only spectator. The protagonist, that is, the principal character, is God the Son
who was offered to the Father on the cross of Calvary in atonement for our sins and to take the “sting out of death.”
This Messianic Hour or Historical Hour, the pivotal point in human history, is made mystically present in the
Liturgical Hour by the love emanating from God the Father and God the Son by God the Holy Spirit.

The Holy Mass is the action of the Holy Trinity and in this sublime mystery, all sacred things flow from and into the
perpetuation or re-presentation of the Messianic Hour. Every prayer, whether we are conscious of it or not, is
directed to the Father, in Christ, and by the power of the Holy Spirit.

For our part, we accept in faith what we cannot comprehend, and we, the Church militant, in the here and now of
history, together with the Church already triumphant in Heaven, along with the souls undergoing their final
purgation in purgatory, are all characters in this sacred story.

God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit is our good beginning and good end if we have the humility to open ourselves
to the grace flowing from God who created us, redeemed us, and sanctifies us. God the Father is the creator, God the
Son is the redeemer, and God the Holy Spirit is the sanctifier.

All prayers in the Church begin and end in the name of the Holy Trinity. When we cross ourselves with the sign of
the cross in the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, we wrap ourselves in the life of God, and we get into the
work of life, fight the good fight, and weather the storms of life under God’s dominion. Because we know we are
destined for perfect communion in the union of the Three Persons in one God, we stay the course and take it one day
at a time until all things come to fruition and the Kingdom is fully realized.

Finally, “The mystery of the Holy Trinity is a basic doctrine of Faith in Christianity, understandable not with our
heads but with our hearts. The three distinct persons in one God share the same Divine Nature. Our mind cannot
grasp this doctrine, but we believe in the mystery because Jesus, who is God, taught it clearly, the Evangelists
recorded it, the Fathers of the Church tried to explain it, and the Councils of Nicaea and Constantinople defined it
as a dogma of Christian faith.
